INDEPENDENT LIVING SERVICES

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

1. Youth must be the responsibility of the state or tribal authority through court custody order or voluntary agreement with the family.

2. Youth must be between the age of 15 years and 21 years old to receive services.

3. Youth must reside in an eligible placement setting which includes foster care, group care or similar placement. Detention, forestry camps and facilities primarily designed for the treatment of delinquent youth are not eligible placement settings.

4. Youth must have been the state’s responsibility and placed in an eligible setting for 90 cumulative days before eligibility can be established.

5. Room and board payment is only available to those youth who have left foster care upon reaching the age of 18 years and have not yet reached the age of 21 years.
