NOTICE OF CHILD CUSTODY PROCEEDING

The child named herein, NAME OF CHILD(REN), is possibly an Indian child pursuant to the provisions of  25 U.S.C. 1912, The Indian Child Welfare Act, and is the subject of a child custody proceeding.  We are unable to determine the tribe and/or location of the parent; therefore, your assistance is requested.  Pursuant to federal law set forth in 25 CFR 23.11 (f):

“Upon receipt of the notice, the Secretary ...shall make reasonable documented efforts to locate and notify the child’s tribe, and the child’s Indian parents or Indian custodians...The Secretary ...shall have 15 days, after receipt of the notice ...to notify the child’s tribe and Indian parents ...and send a copy of the notice to the court...”

If, within the 15-day time period, you are unable to verify that the child meets the criteria of an Indian child, please so inform the court and me of how much more time, if any, will be needed to complete the search.
