A Itis a reasonable calculated service to prevent, diagnose,
or treat conditions in the participant that endanger life,
cause pain, or cause functional significant deformity or
malfunction; and

A There is no other equally effective course of treatment
available or suitable for the participant requesting the
service which is more conservative or substantially less
costly.

A Medicaid services must be of a quality that meets
professionally-recognized standards of health care and
must be substantiated by records including evidence of
such medical necessity and quality. Those records must
