• Enjoys books with clear pictures or photos about daily 
routines (eating, toileting). 
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Caregiver Strategies 

• Look at photographs of familiar people and pets. Talk 
about what is happening in the picture. 

• Encourage and model looking at books independently 
and together. 

• Have chi ld select book to be read. 

• Let the child lead when reading the book. 

• Model using printed material for gathering information 
(cookbook, magazines, and menu). Point out pictures 
and label. 

• When reading, ask where's the __ ? Let the child 
point to the picture. 
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
