December 17, 2018 from 2:30 pm – 3:45 pm

Welcome and Introductions:
[bookmark: _Hlk533087545]Linda welcomed the group and all participants introduced themselves.

Review Minutes from Previous Meeting:
Minutes were not read aloud at this meeting but asked to be approved and they were approved with the addition of the date of October 26, 2018.

Status report on suicide prevention plan:  
The Council requested that the plan be simplified so that any Idaho citizen can easily read and understand the plan. Elke offered the DPH to help develop this plan. The Council received a copy of the Draft 2019 Idaho Suicide Prevention Plan (which includes Exhibit A & B that were proposed to Legislature earlier this year). Council needs to voice if the document is heading in the right direction.

Elke Shaw-Tulloch, Division Administrator of the Department of Health and Welfare’s Public Health Division reviewed key documents of the strategic plan and the budget that has gone to DFM. A large stakeholder group, through Legislative intent, began going through a planning process to create a strategic plan and proposed budget to present to Legislature. The strategy map lays out all goals and objectives. Elke noted that a group will need to be formed and assigned to take this Draft Plan and create the final Idaho Suicide Prevention Statewide 5-Year Plan. This stakeholder group took the National Strategies and adopted all except one, which is Goal #12 in this Draft Plan. Please note that Goal # 12 will need to be removed from the Draft Plan and to then bring the number of goals for the State Plan to twelve. The goals in this Draft Plan were not modified from the National Strategies, but the objectives were modified. 

Status report on the IDCSP Annual Report:
The (annual) Action Plan should interface with the Idaho Suicide Prevention Statewide 5-Year Plan

Matt Olson suggested adding an appendix to the Plan with directions for operational guidelines that could be used by regional groups. However, it was noted that each goal would have built in direction and operational actions. Mary Pierce also commented that each region is planning on starting their own coalition and she believes that they will create operational or directional guidelines.

ACTION ITEM: The Idaho Council on Suicide Prevention’s Executive Committee will start working on existing comments that have been made about the plan. Work on the finalization of the Plan will start in February or March. The Executive Committee will also put out a call for volunteers to form a team to finalize the Plan and all Council members will have the opportunity to be involved in the small group formation. Ryan Soukup has the electronic document at the Division of Public Health. Linda Hatzenbuehler offered that Ryan Soukup be the main writer for this team. A suggestion was made that Kim Kane and Elke Shaw-Tulloch be on this team as well. Senator Martin commented that the final document does not need to be completed by Legislative Session 2019.

Elke presented the Idaho Suicide Prevention Plan Report to the group and it was asked if this report could become the Council’s Governor Report. The Governor’s Report includes three parts: An Executive Summary, the report body, and the Partner Reports. Senator Martin noted that there is no need for fancy expensive report, but the report will need to include what we plan short term and long term. Senator Martin does prefer that the report be submitted with the Executive Summary, an index, and the partner reports.

Presentation before relevant committees and Governor’s Office:
Discussion began about how to organize presentations before the relevant committees and Governor’s office as one voice. Schedule the presentation so all organizations can present to legislature on the same day (February 26). Senator Martin has confidence that DHW will do an excellent job in the presentation of the budget. Senator Martin is confident that JFAC will be very supportive in this area. 

ACTION ITEM-Misty to find Tommy’s original instructions for the partner reports and email them to those not turned in yet.

New Council Members:
An update was given to all from Linda Hatzenbuehler of the Idaho Council on Suicide Prevention that they have reached out to a coroner and they have agreed to fill a position on the Council. The Council still needs to vet this person with the Governor’s office. Also, Caroline Perusse from the Council is looking for someone in law enforcement, hopefully from Northern Idaho to fill open positions.
Executive Committee will be creating a process and procedures manual to include guidance for the Council including length of term, calendar of events, etc. Upon completion, it will be made available for Council review.
