

This course offers a current overview of HIV and AIDS intended for health science students, medical providers new to HIV care or requiring an update, HIV case managers, and/or others generally interested in this changing pandemic and its impact in Idaho.

The course covers the basics of HIV and AIDS, including but not limited to:

· Definitions of terms

· Overview of basic information that all providers and students need to know

· An Idaho physician’s perspective on essential care information

· Medication/HAART update

· A nurse perspective on essential care information

· Sexual history-taking

· Prevention

· Risk Reduction

· Caring for the HIV-positive patient

· Case studies

· Reducing stigma

· Rapid testing/screening tutorials

· Routine screening in a primary care setting

· An Idaho story of being HIV positive

Course will be available on-line each semester with completion expected by the end of the semester enrolled.
