Directions for taking chlamydia medication (Doxycycline 100 mg tabs. Other names are Doryx, Monodox, Vibramycin or Vibra-tabs)
Your sex partner was recently treated for chlamydia, an infection you get from having sex with a person who is already infected.  Many people with chlamydia do not know they have it because they feel fine.  

You may have chlamydia.  It is important that you get treated.  We want to be sure you get the medicine you need as soon as possible.  The best way to take care of yourself is to see a doctor or go to the health department clinic for a check-up and medication.  If you are not able to go to your doctor or the clinic very soon, you can take the prescribed medicine for chlamydia.  
BEFORE YOU TAKE THIS MEDICINE THERE ARE SOME THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW.  PLEASE READ 
DO NOT TAKE THIS MEDICATION IF YOU ARE OR MAY BE PREGNANT OR NURSING

IF YOU ARE A WOMAN AND HAVE ABDOMINAL OR PELVIC PAIN, YOU SHOULD SEE A DOCTOR TO BE SURE YOU DO NOT HAVE PELVIC INFLAMMATORY DISEASE (PID).  PID CAN BE SERIOUS AND LEAD TO INFERTILITY, PROBLEMS WITH PREGNANCY OR LONG LASTING PELVIC PAIN. IF YOU ARE A WOMAN WITH PELVIC PAIN, DO NOT TAKE THE MEDICINE – INSTEAD CALL YOUR DOCTOR OR THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT NOW.
These medicines are very safe.  However you should not take them if you have ever had an allergic reaction (like a rash or difficulty breathing) to any of these medicines: doxycycline, minocycline, tetracycline, or sulfites.   If you are uncertain about whether you have an allergy, call a doctor or pharmacist before taking this medication.  If you have a serious, long-term illness like kidney, liver or heart disease, colitis or stomach problems, you should talk to your doctor before taking this medication. Do not take this medicine within 2 hours of taking antacids. Consult a doctor or pharmacist if you are taking any other medication or vitamins, so they can be sure there are no drug interactions.
To take the Doxycycline; take 1 pill with water after breakfast and take 1 pill with water after dinner. Continue for seven days until the medication is gone. 
Stay out of the sun or use sunscreen and wear sunglasses while you are taking this medication.
Do not share this medicine or give them to anyone else.

Wait until you finish taking the medication before you have sex, so you don’t spread the disease to others. Be sure all of your partners are treated before you have sex or you may get the infection again.
You can be seen at the clinic (put your clinic name here) for a check-up any weekday between (put your hours here.)  The cost varies depending on family size and your income. This medicine is over 95% effective, but you should still go to your doctor in 3-4 months to get checked to make sure you are cured.
