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Indoor Air Quality Technical Assistance
The following are resources for testing and information about indoor air quality concerns.

Privately owned home, recreational vehicle, apartment, or any other non-business occupiable area:
Indoor air quality consultants are listed in the yellow pages under such categories as Environmental and Ecological Services, Industrial Hygiene Consultants, and Safety Consultants.

Carbon Monoxide only:

Information is available from your gas company.  For those who have carbon monoxide sources other than natural gas (i.e., woodstoves, propane), the local fire department should be able to provide testing services.  (The fire department can also assist callers with emergency indoor air quality situations.)

Federal government or private business (non-government) place of employment:
