Meeting was opened by Becky Hymas and introductions were made.  

John Tanner made a motion to amend the agenda to include a brief discussion of Crisis Centers.  Becky seconded that motion, and the motion was approved by a vote.  

Kelly Keele made a motion to amend the agenda to include an update of the Jeff D lawsuit.  Hollie seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by a vote.  

Minutes were read and a motion to accept the minutes was made by John Tanner and Teriann Parker seconded.  Minutes were approved by a vote.

Becky Hymas led a discussion about offering ICADD scholarships this year out of RAC funds.  Teriann Parker moved that we provide early-bird registration only for up to five people.  Kelly Keele seconded the motion, and the motion was approved by the group.  
There was some discussion of doing a training next year if funds are available.  Teriann said that she learned a lot from the Seeking Safety training that was done with RAC funds last year.  Lisa suggested that there was a need for training on opioid treatment.  

Children’s Mental Health Committee report – Teriann Parker
· Children’s Mental Health Week is the week of May 5 – 9.  They are planning workshops that week to be held at the Public Health Department location in Idaho Falls from 9 – 4 Monday through Wednesday.  Some of the topics to be addressed are stigma, children’s mental health and substance abuse.  On Thursday of that week, there will be an awareness walk held in Freeman Park.  There will be a video conference presentation from Boise on Friday the 9th.  Each region will have a location for the public to attend the video conference.  
· The committee needs someone who could contact the media and the mayors to read the proclamations for Children’s Mental Health Week.  
· The committee would like to find agencies that could sponsor snack breaks during the workshops on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday.  The following people agreed to sponsor a break:  Kenna Dressen/Mental Wellness and Lisa Bell/Integrated Healthcare & Counseling.
· The committee will be contacting dentists, optometrists, and doctors to ask if they would like an information packet about children’s mental health.  
· Hollie Gray asked whether the walk was scheduled for the same time in every region, and Teriann responded that she thought it was.  Kim Hokanson with Federation of Families wasn’t present to ask.
Optum Idaho quarterly report– Isaiah Sarault
· Isaiah and Becky diVittorio presented the quarterly report.  This is the first one being presented, but it will be a regular quarterly report that they provide to the Behavioral Health Boards.  
· Some of the highlights of the report were Optum Idaho introducing Peer Support Services as a reimbursable service and also offering Provider Forums for education.  
· Isaiah had copies of a handout for everyone present.  The handout gave figures on hold times and on payment of claims.  The Optum Idaho contract obligates them to pay 90% of their clean submittals within 30 days.  
· There was discussion of Peer Support services.  Malori Warren asked if a Peer Specialist could still be in treatment while working as a Peer Specialist.  She also wondered about the ethics training for this service.  Isaiah said that Mountain States Group does offer ethics training as part of the Peer Support Specialist training and that they have to pass a background check to work.  He suggested that anyone could call Martha Eckhoff if they have specific questions. 
· Kelly Keele asked if there were a list of people who are already trained as Peer Support Specialists and already work ready.  Becky DiVittorio said that question should be asked of Mountain States Group since they are doing the training in Idaho.  
· Isaiah said that Bobbie Matkin will be offering trainings in the Regions.  Lisa Koller said that there is training in May in Boise that includes the two people per region whose training slots are being paid for by Health & Welfare.  Lisa said that any provider can pay Mountain States Group to have someone trained if the regional slots are filled.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Randy made a motion that we ask Bobbie Matkin with Mountain States Group to present to the Behavioral Health Board in April.  Lisa Koller seconded the motion.  It was approved by the group.  Brenda will contact Bobbie to see if she is available to present to the group.
· Isaiah said that the Member Service Line also serves as a crisis line for Optum Idaho members.  
· Isaiah asked if there is some information that we would like to see on future reports.  Please let him know if you would like to make a request for certain information.  
· The providers gave feedback that it would be very helpful if Optum Idaho would set up a call-back time with providers if they can’t work through the issue at the time of the call.  They have had a problem with getting a call-back when they are tied up with clients, and occasionally the call-back occurs at the scheduled time, but not in the correct time zone.     
Idaho Dept. of Corrections update – Jim Meldrum
· Jim Meldrum discussed the most recent utilization report from IDOC.  They currently are 37% underspent.
· There will be 2.4 Million more in their budget next year.  He will share more information on that as it is available.
Becky Hymas led a brief discussion of a path forward for the Behavioral Health Board.  She asked that everyone read the legislation S1224aa that is included in the meeting packets.  Becky would like to have a discussion at the April board meeting of the changes that will occur due to the legislation passing.
John Tanner explained to the group that there was a proposal to build three crisis centers in Idaho, but that the legislative Joint Finance Appropriations Committee (JFAC) has only appropriated funding for one crisis center.  He would like interested parties to meet after the Behavioral Health Board meeting to discuss how to pull together a plan to bring a crisis center to Idaho Falls. 
Kelly Keele gave an update on the Jeff D lawsuit.  He said that a committee has been meeting with a mediator for 7 – 8 months to work out some of the issues.  Kelly said that the committee is really working well together to make progress, and they see that both sides of the lawsuit have the same goal of seeing that the system meets the mental health needs of children.   



Meeting was adjourned and the group interested in pursuing a crisis center in Idaho Falls met afterwards.
