Meeting was opened by Paul Roberts and introductions were made.  

Minutes were read and a motion to accept the minutes was made by Randy Rodriquez and John Tanner seconded.  Minutes were approved by a vote.

[bookmark: _GoBack]ICADD update – Brenda said that we approved five registration-only scholarships to ICADD.  The applications were scored and awarded.  One of those scholarships will be unused.  

Children’s Mental Health Committee report – Teriann Parker
· Teriann discussed the presenters for the Children’s Mental Health workshop that is going to be held at the Public Health District in Idaho Falls.  
· Packets of information regarding Children’s Mental Health were sent to 66 professionals, including dentists, pediatricians, family doctors, etc.
  
Peer Specialists Services – Bobbie Matkin
· There will be peer specialist trainings in Boise.  One is scheduled in June, and one is scheduled in July.  There are eight people who are being trained as trainers.  This will make it possible to hold trainings in the regions in the future.  
· John Tanner said that the Mountain States Group website says that if someone has been trained and not worked for over a year, they must be trained again.  He wondered if that was a hard rule.  Bobbie said that they are considering doing continuing education materials, but that hasn’t been decided yet.
· Janet asked if this training was the same as a family support specialist, and Bobbie replied that it was a separate training.  
· Bobbie said that providers who would like to hire a peer specialist can send the job posting to her and she will distribute it to the people who have completed training. 
· Tracey Sessions said that the peer specialists have worked so well at State Hospital South that they are going to hire two more.  The use their peer specialists to attend groups, help with recreational therapy, assist in discharge plans, and help to make the connections for those leaving the hospital.    They also document in the records on the treatment team and follow the same ethical standards.  
· Bobbie said that there are two scholarships for each region with total available training slots of 25.  If people would like more information, they can contact her on her cell at 208-479-9311 or go to the www.consumerandfamilyaffairs.org web page.       
The group discussed a path forward for the Behavioral Health Board.  Some of the topics discussed were:
· The possibility of going with a county or city as a fiscal sponsor.
· If the board became independent, would it allow for more options and flexibility?
· Can we build in a divorce clause that will allow us to end a contract if it isn’t working for either party?  
· The Health Department has does not cover the same area as the Health & Welfare regions and Judicial Districts.  Is that okay per the legislation?  Everyone thought that was accepted.   

Sam Hulse moved that the Region 7 Behavioral Health Board submit a letter of support for the effort to bring a crisis center to Idaho Falls.  John Tanner seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.


Meeting was adjourned and the group interested in pursuing a crisis center in Idaho Falls met afterwards.
