Citzen appointees and county commissioners 50/50 split.  4 major funding streams: state 18%, 8 counties 18%, contracts with environmental quality and DHW, and they have fees. 

There are 5 program areas:  
-Environmental
-Solid Waste Management
-Sub-surface sewage
-Clinical Services
-Administrative Support

Public Health has 82 Full Time equivalent employee, they employ 90 people.
