Transitional Housing 
The next step on the continuum after an emergency shelter is transitional housing.  The transitional housing component facilitates the movement of homeless individuals and families to permanent housing. It provides a place for a citizen to stay for a longer period of time than an emergency shelter.   The person must be homeless and have personal identification to stay in transitional housing.
Homeless citizens may live in transitional housing for up to 24 months and receive supportive services such as childcare, job training, and home furnishings that help them live more independently.  The chart below shows the current (Aug. 2013) transitional housing availability in Eastern Idaho.  While it looks like there is good availability, remember that a person can stay in this type of housing for up to 24 months.  With low turnover, the waiting lists tend to be as long as two years.
