Maggie Mann:  
Stated the Public Health Board also has concerns but are still open to considering the option.  Need to discuss what it would look like, what the BHB role would be., and what Public Health's role would be.  
It is okay to watch other regions and see how it goes.  Region 4 is the furthest along; it is looking like the contract is set to be in place by July 1st.  They are changing a lot of things, example: one thing that will be changing is that the CRDS position would not be moving with the Board in Reg. 4.  

Rosie:  Stated Gina, Scott and Rosie are hoping to come to each region after the SHIP presentation is done by Dr. Epperly.  She also suggests we kind of sit back and watch how it goes in Reg. 4.

Mark:  made a motion, the BHB is an Active board.

Boarded voted to table the motion until we have defined what it means to be an "active board"
 
Jeff:  If the BHB votes to be an active board, after "Active board" , he would like to see this spelled out more in the by-laws
 
Dr. Linda Hatzenbuehler:  Wants to speak to the advantages of partnering with the Public Health.  Public Health has better/closer working relationships with the counties.  Therefore, this would improve our working relationship with them as well.  
Would the Boards merge at all?
One of the Advantages we have, we have  health west clinics, the focus is beginning to link the Behavioral Health and Public Health.  Maybe we could do a better job at evolving this and taking care of the whole person: physical, mental and behavioral health.
 
Maggie:  Stated Public Health is not a state agency however, benefited through the state.  They are a county agency and have county involvement on the board.  They have 4 sitting county commissioners.  They meet 9 times a year.  Every May they have a budget hearing where the county commissioners come in and approve the budget.  They are a hybrid between the state and county.  They receive funding from both.
