Approval of Minutes

Children’s Mental Health Sub Committee Discussion
Mark Gunning reviewed the mission statement handout for the Children’s Mental Health Sub Committee.  He stated that members on the committee are visiting schools and will analyze their data and prepare a report on the needs of the children.  
Recovery Support Services Sub Committee Discussion
