	Juvenile detention – Kevin Sandau
	· Substance Abuse funds will be allocated differently.  Juvenile Corrections has funds to administer for juveniles with a criminal history.  Instead of using BPA to administer the funds the money would be given to districts to administer the way they choose.  This process is still in the beginning stages.
· This money could be used to develop a “residential” treatment program in our area.

· The target date for distributing the money is July 1st.

· Children that aren’t criminally involved can still access services through DHW.  This will allow DHW money to be used for treatment of children that aren’t criminally involved.
	
	

	Snake River Detention Center-Inga Elkin
	· Inga discussed the data collected from Boise State University Center for Health Policy.  
· Data was collected throughout Idaho.

· The purpose of the study was:

· To evaluate the data on mental health and substance abuse problems among offenders in Idaho’s juvenile detention centers.

· To determine how key stakeholders (parents and law enforcement personnel) perceive the clinical services program.

· To assess access to community-based services by juvenile offenders

· In brief the study showed 62% of juveniles have mental health problems, 44% have substance abuse and 50% of children had some sort of mental or physical trauma.

	MH Board assignment
	· The Mental Health Board has asked the CMH Subcommittee to investigate national trends that would encourage CMH clients to continue treatment as adults.

· The CMH Subcommittee decided to first investigate if this is a gap in the current program.

· Lee Wilson will collect data from the last one or two years to see how many transitioning CMH clients don’t continue treatment after they become adults.

· More data to look at might be how many CMH clients with Medicaid successfully transitioned versus CMH clients without insurance.

	Developmental Disabilities Unit – Roz Isaac
	· The DD Unit is now using a coaching model.

· They have a new data system as well as two new clinicians.

· Many times the team feels that no treatment is necessary.  Kevin Sandau will ask the Judge if it is appropriate for the team to recommend no treatment.
