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Overview & Background

Methamphetamine trafficking and abuse in Idaho have been on the rise over the past few years, and as a result, meth is having a devastating impact in many Idaho communities.  According to law enforcement officials and state leadership, meth is the number one illegal drug of choice in Idaho, and the state’s leading drug problem. Potent, low cost meth is readily available and abused throughout the state. The financial and social consequences of meth abuse in the state are devastating. It is a contributing cause for much of the crime in Idaho, costing millions of dollars in productivity, contributes to ever increasing jail and prison overcrowding and adversely impacts families and children.

♦80% of the child placements by Health & Welfare are directly
related to drug abuse with methamphetamine being the most prevalent.

♦52% of inmates were incarcerated for meth-related crimes.

♦32% of adults in public drug abuse treatment facilities are there due to meth.

♦74% of defendants in Drug Courts were charged with possession of meth.

Meth-related treatment admissions were greater than for any other illicit drug in Idaho and greater than the national average. A 2005 survey of counties ranked Idaho among states reporting highest increase in arrests due to methamphetamine, up 90% from 2004.
Purpose
The primary purpose of the Idaho Meth Project is to significantly reduce the prevalence of meth use in Idaho. A secondary objective of the Idaho Meth Project is to raise awareness of the scale, depth and critical nature of the METH PROBLEM in Idaho. The Idaho Meth Project will execute an integrated program consisting of market research, public service messaging, and community action to effect a substantial reduction in meth use among Idaho’s youth and adult populations.

Plan Of Action
We propose to form and operate a large scale meth prevention effort in the state of Idaho named the “Idaho Meth Project”. The plan is to leverage the advertising content, intellectual property, survey methodology and public outreach programs that have been tried and tested in Montana, and apply them in the state of Idaho. 
Approach
The Meth Project has assembled a team from across the nation consisting of some of the most experienced domain experts and invested millions of dollars in research, message and survey development, testing, and advertising production. As an affiliate of The Meth Project, the Idaho Meth Project will leverage the national partners, campaigns and anti-meth messaging assembled by the Meth Project. www.NotEvenOnce.com
Market Research
The Idaho Meth Project will conduct periodic tracking surveys to measure attitudes and behaviors related to methamphetamine in Idaho. Understanding the risks and consequences of meth use will provide a view of the consumer mindset on meth, offering insight into effective anti-meth messages. An initial benchmarking survey will be conducted before advertising begins, followed by tracking surveys every 9 to 12 months.

Additionally, the Idaho Meth Project will utilize a series of statewide teen focus groups to get a qualitative perspective on behaviors and attitudes through more in-depth discussions. This research will give the project and the Idaho community meaningful insight into the mindset of teens surrounding this dangerous and deadly drug, and aid in developing messages to effectively reach this audience.
