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Meeting Minutes--January 21, 2009
Welcome, Sign In, Introductions: RAC Chair, Tricia Combs welcomed everyone and introduced herself.  She asked everyone to go around the room to introduce themselves.  Dottie Blackwell, presented a flyer for a Free Family Forum on Meth, being held today (January 21, 2009) at Caldwell High School at 6:30 p.m.  Speakers/presenters for the forum are Shelly Mitchell, former addict, and Monte Stiles, U.S. Assistant District Attorney.  Miguel Mouw of Alta Addictions informed the group that Alta is branching out to Fruitland in an effort to provide more resources to that area.  Ann Waller, state representative for Fetal Alcohol Syndrome Disorder reports that funding has been cut and there will be no more funds after June 2009.  FASD is working on finding a State Level Representative and Ann will be working in holistic healing.
Interagency Committee Update:  Joy reported that BPA will be responsible for case management and will get a training schedule out; prisoner reentry is going statewide, all prisoners going through reentry will be assigned a provider; Joy offered to assist anyone needing help with the WITS interface, she attended the training and can help others needing assistance.  Joy reported that the Governor met with Debbie Field and relayed that ICSA and the RACs are doing a wonderful job.  
Regional III update:  Working on creating new subcommittees for housing and prevention.  

Lori Farrens asked about the GAIN training and about the five prevention/intervention providers throughout the state.  Joy stated that the GAIN training conducted was for qualified providers only and all others were asked to leave the training.  Greg Munson of Benchmark, stated the five providers are Jim Magehey-Stillwaters Outreach Center-(Pocatello), Jake Irvin-IJC Counseling-(Post Falls-CDA) Minidoka County Juvenile Dept-(Burley) Prevention Associates-(Caldwell) and Boise County, (Idaho City, Garden Valley, Horseshoe Bend.)     

Greg Munson and Jeri Gowen gave information on the Project Toward No Drug Abuse pilot project for high risk youth, ages 12-18.  Jeri gave a brief update on the project, stating that the outcome has been phenomenal.
RAC Meetings Dates and Times

Tricia proposed changing the dates and times of the RAC meetings to quarterly meetings instead of bi-monthly and mornings instead of mid-day.  Joy added that due to budget cuts, it is important to utilize the meeting times efficiently and effectively.  Joy proposed attendance via teleconference if necessary; however, felt that face-to-face contact was an opportunity to connect and share information with others.

Some members coming from the outer counties expressed the difficulty for them to attend an early meeting.  Ann Waller moved to continue the meetings at the same time, but changing them to quarterly.  Members voted and it was decided to keep the meetings at the same time on a quarterly basis.  The next Region III RAC meeting will be on March 18, 2009.  

2009 Patricia Kempthorne Event & Award
The PK Award and Legislative Event have been scaled down due to budget cuts.  A volunteer (donor) will provide cheese/crackers and beverages for the event.  The event will take place at the JR Williams Building/Hall of Mirrors and will start at 4:00 p.m.  Set up should begin at 2:00 p.m.  There will be no charge for the booth space this year.  Applications for the resource fair are available today and should be turned in as soon as possible, due to limited table space per region.  The cost to rent the 2 rooms for the event is $100 and is shared with all seven regions.  Joy stated that this is an opportunity to recognize our legislators.  All chairs voted on the legislator to receive the PK Award and it should be announced by Feb. 1st.  

2009 Community Service Award Nomination
Tricia announced the nominees for the Community Service Award.  Those nominated were Lee, Sue Steiber, Jeri Gowen, Delmar Stone, and Dottie Blackwell.  They were asked to leave the room for a vote.  Dottie Blackwell received the most votes and will be the recipient of the Community Service Award; she’ll be recognized at the Legislative Event.  Joy added that there will be a press release and the media and newspaper will also be present at the event.  
2009 Recovery Day Celebration at the YMCA
It is time to start planning for the 2009 Recovery Day Celebration.  The date has been set for September 19, 2009.  YMCA will host the event and plans are to have vendors and entertainment.  A sign up sheet was passed around for volunteers to work on planning this event.  Joy stated that she would like to see more providers at this year’s event, as they should be recognized for work at the event.

RAC Sub-Committees—Housing & Prevention
There has been interest in forming a housing sub-committee by several members of the RAC.  Jette Rogers of TVCRC gave information on a monthly housing coalition meeting held every 2nd Wednesday at 8:30 at H & W.  There will also be a housing summit in May.  Jette will provide more information as it becomes available.  The next meeting is February 11, 2009, at 8:30 am in the Dept. of Health and Welfare’s Grand Teton Conference Room.
Greg Munson will chair the prevention sub-committee.  This committee is to help expand prevention services to all Region III.  Providers are encourages to participate in this sub-committee.

Joy gave information on the 2009 Idaho Prevention Conference held in Sun Valley, ID on April 16-18, 2009.  One scholarship will be awarded statewide for the conference. CATCH—The program aimed at helping with housing and resources for homeless families due to recent job/home loss is still in the planning stage. Currently, financial assistance to support this program is needed.  
Jette asked about the OTC/prescription take back program.  Joy reported that she has obtained some information from other RAC Chairs, who have indicated that the program requires a chain of command (police/law enforcement agency) to be responsible for the drugs.  She is meeting with Jermaine Galloway from Boise/Ada Co. on obtaining the necessary information on how to move forward with this program.
