WELCOME:  Tammy Rubino, Chair, and self introductions. 
Central Office Update:   Karen Cotton introduced Tanya McElfresh, Region 2 CRDS.  Karen announced that four of the seven regional directors positions would be eliminated due to recent state budget cuts.  Karen’s position will end June 12, 2009.  Tanya McElfresh will be the regional director for both Region’s 1 and 2.
IDAPA 16.07.20 Rule Re-Write:  Bethany Gadzinski met with our RAC via phone conference, regarding IDAPA rule re-write questions from treatment providers.  The following questions were treatment provider concerns from the May 11th memorandum Bethany sent, and each was re addressed: 
Page 1:

· Will all clinicians have to have a CADC even if they are licensed with 1040 hours?

· Clinicians not working in the BPA network, but still in a licensed facility (e.g. hospital) do not need to meet these standards?

Page 2:

· Under Qualified Professionals:  Are licensed nurses, doctors, psychologists, psychiatrists, no longer included?

· Regarding Professional Experience: A licensed clinical social worker is listed, but what about the others as listed above?

· We believe there should be a provision allowed for a supervisor with 1040 hours who has been approved by the state.

· Does  NCAC Level  equal  CADC?         

· Page 31, f:  Is this legal?
· Page 36, 05:  This is confusing compared with what is stated in the May 11 memorandum.

· Criminal Background Checks and time restraint concerns

· Difficulty in having a treatment supervisor at every site,  this would be difficult  for satellite offices:  would recommend the main office having a treatment supervisor, but a QP with at least 2 years experience be allowed to be alone in  a satellite office.

· Having a clinical supervisor sigh off on 1040 hours on a QP from a different state:  verb age needs to be perfectly clear.

· Need more time for new hires to get CADC.

· QP’s hired from out of state with years of experience, but do not have CADC?

Bethany explained that all regions were concerned about the re-writes and because there are key areas that need more time, the deadline for comment has been postponed and moved forward.  Comment period will end Aug. 22, 2009, and rules will go into effect on Sept. 1. 2009

-Tanya McElfresh asked if Bethany would compile the questions resulting from around the state into a Q and A document for all of the RACs

-Treatment Providers decided to meet on Thursday, May 28 at 9:00am to compile concerns in writing.

-Discussion among group on using GAIN
ICSA & Prevention Conference Updates:  Tammy Rubino reported:
· Hearings and comment period for the IDAPA rule-re-writes.
· Huge problem of getting the prescription drug turn-ins disposed of.  Looking at sending them to Utah.
· Consistency in statewide drug testing and RFD.
· Non-medical and non priority populations are not being denied; there is just no way of telling who they are; looking at coding differently to see who this population is.
· BPA is hiring more screeners so call-in wait time is reduced.
Funding Request Recommendations:  The Funding Request Sub-Committee met and announced their decisions:
· IDFY would receive $1250.00 to fund 5 scholarships for one child from each of the northern counties to attend the Idaho Youth Summit

· KCJP was granted $500.00  to purchase 50 student workbooks for the “Project Toward No Drug Use” curriculum
· AJI counseling was granted $600.00 to purchase recognition medallions and class workbooks for Prevention Intervention Classes

· The committee approved spending funds to purchase a traveling display board for the RAC and also for FATAL VISION Goggles that the RAC would own and be able to check out to those needing them for classes
