Providers met with BPA regarding mental health parity.  The concern is that substance abuse clients don’t have lobbyists to represent their needs. A further concern is that substance abuse providers don’t have lobbyists either and there are problems with licensure requirements for substance abuse treatment providers that don’t mesh with insurance industry standards

Prevention Report by Annette Ludington

Region 7 has available funding because some programs did not carry out their contracts.  Annette is looking for individuals or agencies who can implement programs to use the money before the end of the funding year.

2011 applications will be available next week.

BPA Report by Lisa Bridges

· The 1st round of audits are under way.  The outcomes are good for programs done so far.

· There are changes in the services that Medicaid will pay for ie: transportation, childcare, housing, family/life skills so dual funding will be provided whenever possible.

· RSS providers are struggling to coordinate services without case management

· Safe and Sober housing vouchers will change from 12 months to 6 months

· BPA will be managing tightly for the remainder of the funding year

· Clinical Supervision training will be 2-17 in Idaho Falls.  The Audit tool will be available soon.

· The GAIN clinical interp training will be 3-11 in IF and 3-12 in Pocatello.  14 CEU’s
