WHAT WILL IT COST ME?

WHAT CAN BE PAID FOR IN THE ADULT CARE MANAGEMENT DD PROGRAM:
· The Care Management Program is part of Medicaid.  

· Care Management makes sure that you get the right services, at the right costs.

· Your Medicaid card pays for your developmental therapy and related services. 
· The Care Management Program does not cost you. 

· PRIOR AUTHORIZATION:

Your services are prior authorized.  This means that once the Regional Medicaid office has said your services are authorized, you can receive them.  You cannot receive the services until you get a letter stating they have been authorized.  
WHAT IS NOT PAID FOR:

· If you are in residential treatment, you will need to use your Social Security income to pay for your rent, utilities, food, laundry, personal items and supplies. 
· If your developmental or residential habilitation therapy programs include community events that cost money, you will need to pay for these events.  Your Medicaid card does not cover them.
· If your developmental or residential habilitation therapy programs include arts and crafts items or other recreational or hobby items, you will have to pay for these items yourself.

· Medicaid will not pay for food or transportation while you are in the community even if it is part of a developmental therapy program.
