EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES – STATEMENT OF INTENT. It is the purpose of the legislature of the state of Idaho in the adoption of sections 56-1011 through 56-1023, Idaho Code, to recognize the importance of the delivery of emergency medical services and to provide reasonable regulation of the same.
56-1016 
AGENCY MINIMUM STANDARDS. Each ambulance service, air medical service, and nontransport service shall be licensed by the EMS bureau based on the level of licensed personnel it utilizes, transport capability and self-declared geographic coverage area and shall meet the following standards:
Definitions

"Ambulance service" means an agency licensed by the EMS bureau operated with the intent to provide personnel and equipment for medical treatment at an emergency scene, during transportation or during transfer of persons experiencing physiological or psychological illness or injury who may need medical attention during transport.

"Air medical service" means an agency licensed by the EMS bureau that responds to requests for patient care and transportation from hospitals and EMS agencies using a fixed wing aircraft or rotary wing aircraft.

"Nontransport service" means an agency licensed by the EMS bureau, operated with the intent to provide personnel or equipment for medical stabilization at an emergency scene, but not intended to be the service that will actually transport sick or injured persons.

"Emergency medical services" or "EMS" means the system utilized in responding to a perceived individual need for immediate care in order to prevent loss of life or aggravation of physiological or psychological illness or injury.

AMBULANCE SERVICE LICENSING

Effective Date and Preemption 

(1) No person shall operate an ambulance service unless issued an ambulance 

service license by the Department of Human Services, Public Health Division. 

(2) These rules preempt any local ambulance ordinances and county ambulance 

service area plans that are in conflict. This rule does not prevent a city or 

county from establishing requirements more stringent than those set forth in 

these rules. 
(3) "Ambulance Service" means any person, governmental unit, corporation, partnership, sole proprietorship, or other entity that operates ambulances and that holds itself out as providing prehospital care or medical transportation to sick, injured or disabled persons.

 50-6-306. License required. (1) A person may not conduct or operate an emergency medical service without first obtaining a license from the department. A separate license is required for each type and level of service.

(1) No ambulance may be utilized by an emergency medical service until the department has

inspected the ambulance; found it is, at the time of inspection, in compliance with these

rules; and issued a permit to the emergency medical service for the ambulance. The department

may issue a temporary permit, by mail or otherwise, until an inspection can be

completed.

A person or entity that provides or represents that it provides ambulance or paramedic services must first be licensed by the Department.

DHS 110.43 Ambulance services.  (1) Pursuant to s. 256.15, (2) Stats., no person may act as or advertise for the provision of services as an ambulance service provider unless the person holds an ambulance service provider license issued by the department under s. 256.15 (5), Stats., and this chapter. An emergency medical service provider may not advertise services above the category for which they are licensed.

Definitions

“Emergency Medical Services” means any specific arrangement of emergency medical personnel, equipment, and supplies designed to function in a coordinated fashion; may be local, regional, state, or national.

Statute

1. The state department of health shall license emergency medical services operations. After June 30, 2001, the department shall limit the issuance of a license for any new emergency medical services operation based on the needs of the service area if the applicant for the new license was licensed before July 1, 2001, and was subsequently relicensed under section 23-27-04.5. A license for an emergency medical services operation is nontransferable. 

2. Emergency medical services may not be advertised, offered, or provided to the public except by an emergency medical services operator that provides the emergency medical services through emergency medical services personnel.

33-11-01.2-02. License required - Fees.

1. No ground ambulance services, as dened in chapter 23-27 of the North Dakota Century Code, shall be advertised or offered to the public or any person unless the operator of such service is licensed by the department.

3. "Emergency medical services operation" means an entity licensed to offer and provide emergency medical services by emergency medical services personnel with physician oversight. The term includes basic life support ambulance services, advanced life support ambulance services, air ambulance services, and quick response unit services.

No specific criteria stated

109-2-2 Application for ambulance service permit and ambulance vehicle license; permit renewal and license renewal. (a) (1) An applicant may apply for only one ambulance service permit for each ambulance service that the applicant seeks to operate.  Each applicant shall indicate the class of service for the permit requested.
Vermont
2.1 No person shall operate as an ambulance service after March 1, 1997, unless duly licensed by the Department under these rules.

2.2 An ambulance service's license shall be conspicuously posted at the place where the service's ambulance(s) are garaged. No official entry on any license shall be altered or removed except by an authorized representative of the Department.

1.03 AMBULANCE SERVICE: means a person licensed by the Department of Health to provide emergency medical treatment and transportation to ill or injured persons.

320.DESIGNATION OF CLINICAL CAPABILITY. 
All ambulance and non-transport licenses issued by the EMS Bureau must indicate the clinical level of service which can be provided by the ambulance or non-transport service after verification of compliance with Section 300 or Section 301 of these rules. Agencies which provide certified personnel at the First Responder, EMT-B, or EMT-A level will be designated as Basic Life Support services. Agencies which provide certified personnel at the AEMT-A or EMT-Intermediate level will be designated as Intermediate Life Support services. Designation of services which function at or above the ALS level will be issued in accordance with Section 340 of these rules. Licensed EMS Services may function at one (1) or more ALS levels corresponding to the designation issued by the EMS Bureau as a result of the application and inspection process required in Sections 300 and 301 of these rules. 37.104.109    BASIC LIFE SUPPORT SERVICE LICENSING
(1) An ambulance service or nontransporting medical unit (NTU) capable of providing service only at the basic life support level will be licensed at the basic life support level.

Vermont
2.3 An ambulance service license is issued for a specific service at a specific level of care with a specific ownership and at a single location. Before any of these factors change, the service must be relicensed. A service must be separately licensed for each base facility from which it operates.

4690.3200 ADVERTISEMENT.

No ambulance service may advertise itself, allow itself to be advertised, or otherwise hold itself out as providing services of a type different from those services that it is licensed to provide under parts 4690.0100 to 4690.8300. 
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
