On behalf of our mental health board in Region 7, I am writing to inform you that we are opposed to the language in the bill regarding PSR services that indicates independent psychiatrists will be required to review all patients for verification of need for services.  We believe that it would be unduly burdensome and lead to a decrease in timely services being delivered if not a complete inability for PSR agencies to provide service.  We do support some mechanism of review of services, but more in line with DHW facility services providing that review after the fact as is done with other Medicaid services.
