	Discussion
	· Family Advocacy grade is so low and the Board members question why the grade is so low for this service.
· Medication Management/Psycho Pharmacology- initial appointment is difficult to get.

Dr. Yavruian will soon be conducting the initial appointment at Family Health Services and the Physician Assistant will be conducting the follow up appointments which should help somewhat with availability of medication management.
· Mentoring focuses on only a few clients.  There is one mentor in each school.  Having contact with positive adult role models has proven to be effective with at risk youth.
· Psych Assessment - Schools are doing some psych assessments.

· Family Support Training Education

· Respite Care is provided for Children’s Mental Health clients.  This program gives the parent money to pay for respite care.  No special license is needed to be a respite care provider.  This could be a valuable tool for Juvenile Justice as well.  It could take the form of another place a child could go that would provide positive things to do.  Perhaps we could expand the definition of respite care to include an organization or “care center” that could provide respite care for any parent needing this service. 
· Service coordination

· Family Advocacy – This is an important service for families.

· Service coordination is available for children who have Medicaid.  Service coordinators usually don’t gather all parties together who serve the child, which is a method that has been shown to be effective.

· Ten responses were received for this survey which may not be a representative sample of what the needs actually are.  
· Even though this survey may not show as accurate picture as we could have, it does capture a glimpse of what the Board visualizes as needs in the community.

· The Board will send the report card to outside providers to obtain a more accurate picture of the community’s perception of issues.

· Each member will pick the top three they see as the most pressing need and out of those choices the Board will decide, as a group, what they perceive is the most pressing need.

· One service that does not work well is placing a child in an inpatient facility. Children placed in an inpatient facility are not usually able to return home successfully.  Studies show that a child will only see progress if they are in the treatment facility for less than four months.
· Reclaiming Futures is a Federal program which helps children return home after being placed in an inpatient facility. (John Hathaway)

· There are little to no Medicaid private providers in Blaine County.
	Bill and Sally will survey a larger group of providers in the area.
Dr. Yavruian will provide Bill campbell with a list of providers in the area.
