· In our office we have been being very creative about finding cutbacks that minimize the affect to our clients.

· For example: cutting back contracts, saving costs on contracts, cost cutting in the office, cutting back trainings.
· Our Region is functioning well in the face of the light holdbacks.
	

	Bill Aldrich -
Community Support Center
	· People who are affected by mental illness don’t choose to have the illness.  Bill is a self proclaimed advocate for people with mental illness; he also teaches people with mental illness to advocate for themselves.  

· The budget cuts the Governor has made have caused cutbacks in the services the clients with PSR services are able to receive.  
· PSR vs. Partial care: 

· PSR – Caseworker goes into the community with the client to help them function in their everyday lives.

· Partial Care – Clients stay at the “center” for the day.

· One of the services needed is money for meals that are provided during the day.

· Clients need help finding suitable employment.
· Clients feel a sense of belonging when they meet together at the Community Support Center.

· Contact Bill Aldrich if you have any ideas for funding sources etc.

The cost of the center is $1000/center per month; current funding is through Medicaid currently but with the Medicaid cutbacks one center is going to have to be cut.
	

	Discussion
	· The possible affects of not having centers like this is more hospitalizations and more problems for law enforcement. 
· Funding for Partial Care services through Medicaid in 2010 will end.

· Increasingly legislators are looking to counties, churches and private companies to fund the partial care centers.

· A good place to be the first week of February - Idaho Association of Counties.

· Advocating with the legislature and county commissioners; showing the kind of outcomes that come from the kind of treatment the center provides.

· The State is struggling to find money for many services.  All services are being cut and everyone is being affected.
· There are basic services that cannot be cut by law.  

· The legislators need to know about the outcomes of these types of services so they can make an informed decision.
	

	Resources- 

County Apartments
	· Eight apartments are available for people in Mental Health court or indigent people.  
· Valley House has partnered with the Dept. of Health & Welfare Region V Behavioral Health for management of the apartments.  
· The County Commissioners have donated money for fixing plumbing.  
· There are lots of donations that have allowed us to open these apartments.  
· They have been fully furnished by donations.  

· In the past we have paid thousands of dollars for rent for clients in need of housing. 

· County Commissioners have gone above and beyond in regards to the housing problems.
	

	20-511 A committee
	· Currently there is no children’s mental health inpatient treatment in our area. 

·  John Hathaway is currently working on a solution to that problem.  

· The proposed new facility would be able to serve 10 – 15 children.  

· The need is for inpatient treatment for co-occurring treatment. There are some hurdles to overcome before this could be a reality.

· There are a lot of regulations regarding hospitalization that will need to be worked out.

· The judges are already ordering assessments for children (20-511A) and can also order treatment for these children that the Department is required to pay for.

· Education needs are already being explored while a child may be in an inpatient program.
	Bev Ashton will provide Sally with the information about the education program and Sally will send it to the Board members.
