I. Call Meeting to Order (Mike Stayner)
Mike Stayner called the meeting to order.  Introductions were made.  JoAnn Martinez is attending as the Juvenile Justice Representative.  Minutes from the July meeting were approved. 
II. Discussion
Resignation  (Mike Stayner)

Mike noted a letter of resignation from Deanna Molinari.  Mike will work with Sue to send a letter to Deanna expressing the appreciation of the Board for her service.  



Regional Suicide Prevention Action Network (Mark Gunning)
Mark Gunning reported that he is serving on the Regional SPAN (Suicide Prevention Action Network).  That group is collecting data and compiling a list of providers in the area.  Becky suggested Mark contact Dave Sorenson at Portneuf Valley Family Center who has a list of providers.

State Planning Council Report (Mike Stayner and Linda Hatzenbuehler)
Mike and Linda reported on the State Planning Council meeting.  Mike reported that the Gaps and Needs reported by the Regional Boards were very similar.  The final 4 identified and sent to the Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative are the following:

1)  Access to voluntary services

2)  Housing 

3)  Access to services in rural areas

4)  Lack of funding

Linda provided the following information:

· Some of the work of the Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative has limited consumer representation.  The Cooperative is moving ahead to design the structure of the ongoing systems.  Regions 2 and 7 are designated as pilot areas.  Those Regions are writing up a suggested design.  Linda reported that the Planning Council had a Managed Care consultant address them and provide his recommendations.  Included in the suggestions were that the contractor be required to recruit the workforce, include continuing education in the plan and that an ombudsman be required.  
· September 19 – 23 is the 10x10 campaign.  This is to give ten years back to persons affected by mental illness.  This is based on the idea that persons with mental illness have a shorter lifespan than the general population.
· The State Planning Council is suggesting that each Regional Board sponsor a meet and greet time for local legislators in their Region.  A subcommittee was set up to put together a plan for our Region.  The sub-committee will report back in the October meeting.  Becky volunteered to head that project up.

Children’s and Adult Mental Health (Ritchie Weers)

Ritchie reported on the progress of creating a HUB on-call process and the transfer of positions to Region 7.  He presented the monthly report of statistics for the Region.

Other
Mark asked about interest in attending a presentation by Idaho Time Bank in our area. He distributed a brochure that explains how this program works.
Lewis Andrews reported that he was going to a meeting in Twin Falls of the Local Mobility Group.  He will check on the availability of a grant for funds to pay for transportation.  Lewis will get with Ritchie when he returns and they will report back to the Board at the October meeting.

Barry reported on his attendance at the Juvenile Justice Commission in Boise and his concern about the small amounts of funding allotted to the small counties for substance abuse services.  JoAnn Martinez reported on the Bannock County approach to managing the funds.
