	Key points of discussion included:
$9.07 million and $8.24 million in surplus in 2005 moving to 2006, still resulting in $11.5 million shortfall for fiscal 2006

T&B Budget
Top spending for 2nd year in a row is prescription drugs

Mental health clinic expenditures on the rise w/o including costs of physician services/prescription drugs

Spending Growth
Prescription drugs in 1st at $19.9 million (13.6% growth rate)

$1.66 million on drugs does include the federal match.

Joan Condie requested a drug drill down by diagnosis and classification.  If rebates were included, pharmacy wouldn’t be #1 cost.

Director’s office requesting additional information on client groupings and service utilization.  Budget numbers need to be brought to the MCAC.
Mental Health Clinic in 2nd at $15.6 million (26% growth rate)

School based services seeing huge increase, since effort to get school districts to participate in Medicaid.

Factors of growth include:

Clients utilizing more services

Growth in case loads

Medical inflation

Leslie asked group to review information provided on rules, SPAs and waiver going forward.

Secretary Leavitt established a Medicaid Commission to draft short-term and long-term plan changes (transform)
Impending $10 billion cut 

Other states facing difficult decisions 

Governors are attempting to compromise for more flexibility in exchange for less $$ from the federal government.

Medicaid Task Force
Gov. Kempthorne participating in NGA Executive Committee  
Greater flexibility for states
Current Medicaid infrastructure is unsustainable

Medicaid needs to provide access to right care at right time—we are not set up to do prevention
We need value-based reform
Goal is doing it better in a more cost effective manner without caps on enrollment or spending

Options

· Develop full health assessment to identify applicants’ needs in order to direct individuals more efficiently and effectively to the services they need.
· Simplify eligibility categories – categories are outdated and don’t account for Welfare Reform
· Develop benefit packages for different needs and different outcome objectives (kids= wellness, learning/ disabled= remove work barriers, encourage self-determination/ aged= access to right services prior to Medicaid eligibility, home & community-based services…) 
· Need to establish standards and measurements for quality – are the benefits doing what they should be doing?

We need to make sure the dollars we are spending produce results. We probably won’t spend less with reforms and we might reduce the rate of growth but we shouldn’t expect that costs will be significantly less.

Discussion areas
Disability services might benefit by splitting non-medical services into another system—not on horizon in federal system or state
Capping system—Doesn’t solve all the issues
Other Departments in state government hurting for money in their budgets.  The Department of Corrections is requesting $160 million for capital improvement next year. Education hasn’t had increase in several years.

Idaho allows for 100% tax deduction of LTC Insurance – federal government needs to do the same.  We also need federal passage of LTC Partnership legislation.
