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Idaho Supreme Court Rule 9.4 for Misdemeanor Crimes requires the use of at least three (3) screening instruments approved by the Department of Health and Welfare.  The Department does not furnish screening instruments.  Evaluators are responsible for the costs of obtaining, training, administration, and interpretation of screening instruments.  Reports, charts, or other printed material produced by these instruments may be included in the evaluation.  However, the materials cannot replace or substitute for the Face Sheet or Evaluation Report in the required format.  The approved instruments in no particular order are:
