How the Synar report helps the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention 
In accordance with the tobacco regulations, States are required to provide detailed information on progress made in enforcing youth tobacco access laws (FFY 2009 Compliance Progress) and future plans to ensure compliance with the Synar requirements to reduce youth tobacco access rates (FFY 2010 Intended Use Plan). These data are required by 42 U.S.C. 300x-26 and will be used by the Secretary to evaluate State compliance with the statute. The safety of individuals performing inspections is paramount.  Each inspection team consists of two adults (tobacco inspector and inspection assistant) and two minors (one male and one female).  This means that minors are not left alone in the car or the store.  All minors are supervised by an adult.  At the first sign of any conflict (usually verbal) during an inspection the minor is sent to the car by the adult tobacco inspector.  All of our inspectors have had previous law enforcement experience.  Inspectors and minors are encouraged not to enter outlets they perceive as unsafe.  The driving records of all inspectors are reviewed and inspection teams are prohibited from exceeding posted speed limits.  New vehicles are used the majority of the time.  Seatbelt use is required.  All teams are provided with cellular telephones and are instructed to contact the inspection director or the State Police when circumstances deteriorate.  Incidents that jeopardize the safety of the team are forwarded to the Idaho State Police for followup.

Per the “Guidelines for a Synar Sampling Frame Study” a simple random sample of ZIP codes (clusters) was drawn to produce a sample of areas expected to contain 200 outlets.  This is a single-stage cluster sample of outlets.  A GIS database of state ZIP codes was obtained from Maponics (www.maponics.com).  These maps depict mutually exclusive and exhaustive ZIP codes.  These ZIP code polygons were overlayed on a state highway/road map provided by the Idaho Department of Transportation.  Maps of the sampled ZIP codes were printed and provided to field survey teams.  

Field survey teams were instructed to canvass the area within the ZIP code completely and to make an exhaustive list of all tobacco establishments that are accessible by minors.  Surveyors were instructed and monitored to ensure that the list was thorough and detailed.  Survey teams were equipped with canvassing sheets on which they recorded the existence and identifying information of each eligible outlet encountered during the canvassing.  

The resulting canvassing logs were complied and compared with the list sampling frame used for the Synar survey.  If an outlet found in the field was not matched with the list frame (Idaho Tobacco Database) it was treated as a missing outlet.  Any unmatched cases were carefully examined to ensure there was no corresponding match in the tobacco permit database.
