Idaho Educators in Addiction Studies (IDEAS), funded via contracts by the Idaho Department of Health and Welfare, Division of Behavioral Health, Substance Abuse Program, is comprised of member Colleges and Universities offering Addiction Studies Curriculum designed to prepare students for Certification and/or Specialty Studies in Substance Abuse Treatment.  The Curricula for each of the nine competency based courses was developed in collaboration with the Idaho Board of Alcohol and Drug Counselor Certification (IBADCC).  Each course addresses core competencies, the knowledge of which is required to pass certification testing.

Each of the contracted Addiction Studies Schools prepares students for the IBADCC’s Idaho Student of Addiction Studies (ISAS) Certification.  However, some of the schools may offer the competency based addiction studies courses as part of a minor or specialty in a Bachelor’s or Master’s level program or both.
