· Currently providing SUD treatment to adults 18 and over if they fall under 100% Poverty level

· Town Hall Calls are scheduled in March for public to comment on SUD Rule re-writes
· MOA has been drafted as an example for regional BH Boards to use; was based off of the Central Health District MOA, and should be modified to meet each regional need

· Four Recovery Centers in different counties have been approved by JFAC but still needs to clear the House.  $125,000 is slated per center as a one year operations budget.  The plan is for additional centers in other counties for next year.
· SHIP Grant Update:  statewide video conference with Dr. Epperly on April 10th.  Regional information will be sent closer to that date
