WELCOME & INTRODUCTIONS: New Executive Board Leadership was voted on via email and congratulated:  Chair-Gary Moore; Vice-Chair-Claudia Miewald; Treasurer-Holly Bonwell; MH Advocate-Linda Johann; SUD Advocate-Angela Palmer. 
· Meeting called to order by Chair Gary Moore.  Gary entertained a motion for ratification of the Executive Board Leadership vote via email.  1st Motion: Eric Kiehl 2nd Motion: Daryl Wheeler  Motioned Carried
· Approval of Minutes: Two changes to the DRAFT minutes: Beth absent and annual budget amount needs correcting.  1st Motion to Approve with changes: Linda Johann
 2nd Motion: Daryl Wheeler.  Motion Carried
· ReCap of Regional Leadership Call: Amika and Linda gave a brief update on the contents of the call:

· Going independent is not an option as State Controllers cannot support

· DD Council or Children’s Trust Fund models under DHW a possibility

· We cannot lobby, but only educate and advocate

· Partnering with PHD would extend their vision of treating the “whole” person
· PHD did their survey and access to MH services is on their radar

UPDATE/QUESTIONS FROM ROSS EDMUNDS:  
· Ross received Gary’s email regarding question on liability for board members. We are a state entity and therefore protected under the State of Idaho Risk Management Liability Policy.  Gary requested a copy of the email Ross received from DAG regarding the liability questions.
· Grant questions: if partnering with DHW must receive grants 2 weeks prior to the submission date and applies to all grants.
· Ross’s vision is partnering with a Health District really makes sense to him,  but he wants the boards to make their own decision.  Ross is willing to do a mock-up “partnering agreement”  template for our board to be ready for us by the end of Oct.,  so we can move forward with a decision.

· Crisis Center in Idaho Falls will be ready to open in early November.  Ross has made a Budget Request for two more Crisis Centers, one to be in CDA, for next year.  This is the number one priority budget wise for DHW. Claudia asked if the request included funds for both ongoing and start-up costs and Ross confirmed.  $200k was the start-up for Idaho Falls.
BY-LAWS:

· The By-Laws sub-committee met and presented the first Draft of the by-laws, page by page, to the board membership.  The board made suggested changes; Corinne will make the revisions to the draft and send back to the committee.
SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Children’s Mental Health: Lynn Thompson reported she and Debbie Nadeau will lead the committee as Co-Chairs.  The committee met and looked at who to recruit as team members.  Discussion took place on needs and gaps in services, and what activities and goals the committee wants to pursue.  The team will continue have monthly meetings.

By-Laws: Will meet monthly until by-laws are complete and approved by board membership

*No other committees have met to date.  Several members indicated to Corinne which sub-committee they wanted to serve on.  Corinne will update the list and email out, and encouraged committees to meet prior to the next meeting in November.
AGENCY REPORTS:

· OPTUM: Aaron Darpli handed out the September 2014 quarterly report and covered the highlights, and provided a Care Coordination handout as well.
· Association of Counties:  Daryl Wheeler gave an update and talked about CIT training and the importance of having it in every county in our region.
ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
· Daryl hoped the direction of the board would remain as autonomous as possible and not be hindered by others rules.

·  Jennifer suggested our board have a rough strategic plan and prepare a toolkit for legislators. Discussion on if the plan was still to be involved as a board in a Nov. Legislative event that Joyce Broadsword suggested we might be able to participate in.  Corinne will follow up with Joyce to see where we are with that.
· Gary stated the Executive Committee would be meeting to begin Strategic planning. Board members and sub-committees should email priorities to Corinne as soon as possible.
· Ron stated that Tom Vassar was willing to act as pro-bono attorney to our board.  Ron will ask him to attend the November meeting and will introduce him.  Ron also suggested asking Joyce Broadsword to be on the Legislative Committee and a goal of that committee should be legislative support for a crisis center, as well as develop a legislative strategy. Ron believes PHD Director Laura Whalen should be contacted as soon as possible to discuss possibility of partnering with our board.
· Gini announced that she and Ruth McKnight trained 8 individuals to facilitate a Family to Family 12 week course for Mental Illness Awareness.  The goal is to get more individuals trained as trainers.

· Susie Fischer announced the NAMI Regional Conference

· Holly Bonwell announced that Joyce Broadsword has received the Pat Young Award for advocating for individuals with disabilities.
