	Old Business:
	Membership Vote- Parent position: discussion by Board for support of both applicants, Kristina Gallardo and Rebekah Casey.  So motioned by Leanne and seconded by Susie F. 
Membership Vote-Chair: Board voted Leanne and Claudia for a shared Chair position

Community Forest Trust Pilot Project: Larry provided his revised letter to the board. He also mentioned that if we don’t get the forest funds or the ability to get back to work in the woods, counties will not have money to send on Mental Health issues.  He also mentioned that the Idaho School Boards are in favor of the project. Rose Marie motioned to approve the revised letter, seconded by Claudia. (Discussion on letterhead-Corinne will followup)
Claudia asked if we had yet heard back regarding the letter we generated to the State on the RFI, and the answer was no.  There is a teleconference meeting this week and we hope to hear back.  The RFP has not come out yet

	New Business:
	· Holly reports: Currently in a holding pattern until hiring decision can be made of the 5 open positions.  Not sure yet if Chief of  CMH will be filled or not. Looking at options of not filling Dr. Rhodes or Dr. Parkman’s position: considering several different options. Will fill the position vacated by Holly when she became the program manager.  Holly gave confirmation that Beth Patzer has accepted a position at SHN.

· Larry reports: Both commissioners he serves with will not run again.  Larry has served 2 years. Their prosecutor vacated his office 12 months early and his assistant has taken over the position.  They now have a free bus system in the valley.  Rural counties are still struggling to meet their budget constraints.

· Ron reported:  Legislature: all supplements were approved. The Mental Health Budget is really one of maintenance.  DHW employees were given a 2% raise across the board which were not merit based.  A modest reinstatement of some Medicaid funds cut last year, which will affect a select group of clients. Monies allocated:  SUD-10K, MH- 50K, Veterans Services 110K.  Idaho will have a Suicide Hotline this year.  Health Insurance Exchange will no longer be an Idaho Project.  Transformation legislation has been written and will be presented next session.  Ross Edmonds plans on attending our May meeting to discuss Transformation, as well as Region 2 CRDS, Darrell Keim  and Liz Chavez to present results of their Bullying Curriculum (Board discussion on the huge problem of bullying; it was suggested to invite Kelly Aiken with the Association of School Counselors, to our meeting))
· Jim Crowley reports: Can’t predict the Tobacco Fund on lotteries.  There are excess tobacco tax dollars.  We are seeing fewer arrests and petitions in the Northern counties in the last 2 years.  5500 kids are in Juvenile provation across the state and 340 of those have been committed.  There is $48 million to support these kids.  There are mental health funds in each county to try to keep kids from being committed.  Wrap-a-round services are being provided at the community level, trying to help keep kids out of Juvenile Correction.  Good things are happening with limited money!
