	Old Business:
	We did have a guest speaker scheduled for today, although she was not able to attend due to moving back to Montana area. 
Membership – Ron Beecher, Holly Bonwell and all but one county commissioner participated in a conference call which resulted in all recommended members to the Board being approved. Members were welcomed. We still need one parent member and a Chair. We will need to take a vote at the next meeting for a Chair. Ron Beecher would like to have our Board statutorily complete, healthy with full membership and ready for transformation. Corinne passed around the current information she had on each board member and asked for accurate information. 
Transformation update – Ron passed out the Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative Status to the Governor report dated Dec 22, 2011. He reports the Cooperative recommended reorganization and creation of regional development boards. Region 7 and 2 were chosen to begin work toward integration on projects. R2 model included a Governance Board of Commissioners, 2 elected officials from legislative appointments and board members. Ron passed out the pyramid titled IDAHO Behavioral Health System of Care, which is still in draft format. There is a committee working on drafting legislation. They are now working on funding issues and getting legislators on board. There is continued discussion for ideas on bringing the MH Board and RAC together. The themes on the legislative agenda include education and saving. 

County Commissioners – Jai Nelson suggested a few pertinent key meetings identified each year for the commissioners to attend. She reported for the commissioners to take time out of their day the agenda needed to be meaningful and we needed a plan to be moving forward on the issues we find important. The issues need to be tied to the commissioners’ work in their counties. Discussion with Board with regards to having our Board become more active with subcommittees, specific roles for each board member, goals, objectives and time lines. 
RIMH Update – Holly Bonwell invited Board members to their next All-staff meeting Monday Jan 23rd at 1030 am for an overview of VA services. In the afternoon Adult Protection will present.

Holly reports in February CIT Train the Trainer will have two sites in the state for training. Kootenai County will have no officers present, (noting most of the county issues with regards to mental health come from this county). Since 2008 there have been 5 officers trained in Kootenai County. County Commissioners welcome to attend. Jai Nelson offered to work with Holly in getting Kootenai County officers to participate. The Hold Center is moving forward and the one million dollar grant is due at the end of the month. Jai Nelson has been presenting “road shows” to different boards in RI presenting a PowerPoint and educating the public. She would like to see a regional approach for cost sharing. 

RI CMH update – The two clinicians in Shoshone County are now DE eligible. The replacement in Bonner County is also DE eligible. 

Debbie Nadaeu passed out a handout regarding the new Juvenile Mental Health Docket which they hope to start officially in February. 

The Department has not been able to replace their NP yet and need an increased effort in advertisement. 
Steve Paris who worked for CMH has been out due to medical reasons and they are working on getting his position filled as well. Dr Parkman with the Department will also be retiring soon. They are no longer doing 18-211 As.
