Education Committee Report
MH Board needs to educate foster care parents on MH/SUD issues, as well as legislators. Service Club Presentations on MH Issues were discussed such as Suicide Workshops on Saturdays, PTSD education for clergy, etc. Other ideas: getting in with the schools, teacher workshop days, coordinating with school districts to start the R2 program, having Germaine Galloway talk about gangs, which is a 2 day workshop.
