CENTRAL OFFICE UPDATE (via phone):  Kathy Skippen introduced Rosie Andueza as the new Behavior Health Operations Manager. Kathy has elected to accept another position within Behavioral Health that she is excited about.
Rosie gave a brief description of her work history as a Health and Welfare employee and is looking forward to participating in our RAC/MHB meetings via phone.  She has plans to visit the regional meetings in person during  the year.

Other topics discussed:

· Budget is currently a bit over 50%

· Significantly overspent for IV drug users; working on a deferred admissions system

· Creative shifting of moving clients from ATR into DV court population

· Ross Edmonds prosed his draft legislation yesterday and has permission to have it presented as a bill

Discussion on the pilot projects and where they were located; projected timeline for Region 1 will have funds for our schools; discussion  and questions on deferred admissions.
SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Legislative:  Ron Beecher 
Legislative event held on Dec. 10th was well attended by RAC/MHB members, but only one legislator, Luke Malek (Health and Welfare Committee) attended.  Timing may have been an issue for getting legislators to come. Ron encouraged committee to keep trying and it was decided to invite legislators to either our March or April meeting, depending on when the session ends. Region 2 sent out another survey to legislators as well as a Transformation support letter to both Senate and House committees.  Voter Voice , an electronic way to contact legislators was discussed and interest shown in purchasing 2013 Legislative handbooks. Corinne will check on cost ($4.50 each plus shipping).
Education:  Corinne Johnson 
Members of this committee keep dwindling due to circumstance, and remaining members agreed that our goals align well with Youth Committee.  Will discuss with Youth committee chair about combining committee’s and budget. 
Transformation: Holly Bonwell
The RFP for Behavioral Health for Managed Care has been submitted and a public announcement will happen sometime in February.  Still waiting to hear on legislation for combining the RAC and MH Boards.

Data: Amika DuPree 
The survey did not go out in December due to an email problem.  Bob Driscoll has offered to send it out.

Youth:  Jim Crowley 

It was decided to expand our committee to include other community partners.  Kerri Wilfong will co-chair.  We met on January 16th and brought in a facilitator to help us establish vision and goals.  Presentation during the meeting from CDA Police Chief Wayne Longo and Sargent Christie Wood on the National Prescription Drug Turn-in Day in April.  Other things discussed: need to keep our SRO’s in our schools,  Bullying Curriculum, need for a Detox Center, ACES Community Services is no longer doing DUI’s on weekends.  Out of this meeting came the vision “AGENTS of CHANGE acting on behalf of YOUTH”, with the 3 most important goals being Prescription Drug Take Back, Trauma, Skill Building.
All members of this committee agreed to work together to take action and make change happen.

AGENCY REPORTS:
Juvenile Justice: Debbie Nadeau & Jim Crowley:
· SUDS money is currently at 50% spent for the year; Kootenai County at 36% spent; as a district  26% with smaller counties still abit underspent, but really helping in places like boundary county.

· Mental Health Docket currently has 8 kids attending.

· Spring Training for the 10 northern counties on March 7th from 9-3 in Moscow.
BPA:  Nancy Irvin:
· Business as usual; just waiting for the RFP
Benchmark:  Duncan Leonhardy 
· Research that was just sent out looks at all historical providers we have worked with
· St. Maries School District had 20 contracts but have sadly lost them.
· We are currently wrapping up statewide data; it should look similar to last year.
· Jake Irvin currently has our contract for Prevention Intervention.
