Approval of November minutes: A motion to approve the November minutes was made by Eleanor Downey and was seconded by Lisa Martin.  The motion carried.

--Appointment of BHB rep to the St. Hospital North Advisory Committee (SHNAC)—Chris/Board- Chris asked to appoint Teresa Wolf to the SHNAC to represent the Regional BH Board.  Jim asked the Board if there was anyone else who would like to serve on the SHNAC?  No one volunteered.  Deborah Lind made the motion for Teresa Wolf to serve as BH Board rep on the SHNAC, Tom Stroschein seconded, the motion was approved.  The SHNAC meets twice a year in April and October.  The staff gives them information pertaining to business related to the hospital and any changes since the previous 6 months.  Teresa Wolf has served on the committee for 16 years. 
--Consider establishing a BHB Housing Committee—Board.  This subcommittee was discussed and the following people volunteered to be on the board: Lisa Martin, Mike Kinglsey, IDOC rep. (Renee or Scott), Eleanor Downey, Laura Thayer.
Welcome to Legislators and Introductions
--Region II Legislator discussion—Jim/Board Each Legislator’s view of upcoming session

Rep. John Rusche- He does not expect a lot of discussion of behavioral health or Medicaid expansion during this legislative session.  They will be working on the rules with the trauma system and tele-health. The legislative session will likely deal with K-12 schools and possibly transportation.  Medicaid redesign is an expansion of eligibility to cover adults and likely won’t be addressed.   Rep. Rusche serves on the tele-health taskforce as well as the House Committees: Business; Environment, Energy and Technology; Health and Welfare; and Ways and Means.  There is a council pertaining to the tele-health task force that will establish a framework and provide a safe harbor for discussion on regulatory issues.  There are some state opportunities to improve telecommunication such as broadband and training for providers.  He notes the behavioral health boards were created to advise and direct, be a resource for clients and providers and data collection.  Rep. Rusche recommended the Board send a support letter to JFAC for the Community Recovery Center in Latah County.
Rep. Paulette Jordan- She just returned from Washington DC and is looking into what works.  She noted that Idaho is 8th in the nation to suicidal behaviors.  She is interested in criminal justice redesign and how both parties can come together to save the state money.  Mental Health in Idaho is a big problem and she has worked with veteran programs and people with PTSD.  She is optimistic about the political climate.  She will be serving on the House Committees: Business; Environment, Energy and Technology; and State Affairs.  Contact information: 208-818-7948. Rep. Caroline Nilsson-Troy- She is new to serving and makes note of her concern regarding mental health issues.  The Committees that she will be on are Business; Agriculture and Affairs; and Health and Welfare.
Sen. Dan Schmidt- This is his 3rd term in the Senate for Latah/Benewah Counties.  The Committees he serves on: Joint Finance & Appropriations Committee (JFAC); Commerce and Human Resources; and Health and Welfare.  He also serves on the Justice Oversight and Millennium fund committees, Catastrophic Health Care Board and the Health Care taskforce.  He is interested in how the boards are working as he was involved in creating the behavioral boards and also worked on the crisis centers.  He also is a proponent for Suicide Prevention training and making it mandatory for all providers to take a course in Suicide Prevention.  He discussed the health innovation grant and that it received $40 million to work on the Medicaid Redesign as well as the Safety and Health Investment Projects (SHIP) Grant.
Sen. Dan Johnson- He is on the Tax, Finance, and Judiciary and Rules committees.  He believes that the state is in good shape but there will be stiff competition for the dollars.  There will be a lot of requests for tax changes.   He supports the work of the boards and the crisis center.  He asks for information to be distributed to him so that he can be an advocate for the board.  

Sen. Sheryl Nuxoll- She is on the Health and Welfare, Finance, and Resource & Environment Committees.  She noted that if the federal lands transfer would come, it would have a great revenue for the state.  She noted a congressional report in 2013 from the resource committee and Congress stated the state would make 917 times more money than the federal government.  She is in support of the Corrections Reinvestment Act and sees a need for some sort of mental health facility to keep mentally ill prisoners. 
Rep. Dan Rudolph- He is also fairly new and in the orientation phase.  He is on the committees of Commerce & Human Resources, Revenue & Taxation and Transportation committees.  He predicts changes but it will happen slowly.  Healthcare education is what he is interested in working on.  He believes that a lack of healthcare providers is an issue.  

The priorities of the BHB were discussed with legislators: Medicaid Redesign, Recovery Community Center placement in Latah County funded by Millenium funds, Tele-Health access and service for rural Idaho—the BHB was impressed with the internet Virtual Care Works service for Tele-Health.  

Other issues discussed: Survey and Data collection by WSU/LCSC to report to Legislators, Housing for BH clients. Block grants to improve community services, Establish Crisis Centers in Central and North Idaho, Recovery Centers/Social Detox Centers, Support Jeff D Agreement, Crisis Intervention Training (CIT), Suicide prevention improvements.
Questions, answers and discussion were freely exchanged between Legislators, Board and stakeholders.
