Prevention Award Guidelines

One statewide award may be made at the 2010 Prevention Conference.  The award may be made to an individual, or an organization or a coalition for contributions to the field of substance abuse prevention in Idaho.  (Individuals to be recognized for contributions in treatment-related areas should be recommended to the Idaho Conference of Alcohol/Drug Dependency Board.  Individuals involved in political offices should be recommended for the Patricia Kempthorne award to be recognized for their  contributions)
INDIVIDUAL QUALIFICATIONS:

1.
The individual has been involved in substance abuse prevention field in the region for 10 or more years either in a volunteer or professional capacity, and
2.
The individual has been an outstanding provider of prevention services, or

3.
The individual has developed or implemented a new or innovative program, or

4.
The individual has been involved in developing, implementing or maintaining community-based comprehensive prevention programs that address substance abuse prevention as a component of the program, or

5.
The individual has been an active participant in a community coalition or other community level efforts to prevent substance abuse.

ORGANIZATION/COALITION QUALIFICATION

(Organization may include a state agency, a private non-profit or for-profit agency, a school, a coalition, a business, etc.)
1.
The organization/coalition has been involved in the provision of substance abuse prevention programs in the region for more than 10 years either publicly or privately funded, and
2.
The organization/coalition has been an outstanding provider of prevention services, or

3.
The organization/coalition has developed or implemented a new or innovative program, or

4.
The organization/coalition has been involved in developing, implementing or maintaining community-based comprehensive prevention programs that address substance abuse prevention as a component of the program, or

5.
The organization/coalition has been an active participant in a community coalition or other community level efforts to prevent substance abuse.
