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In 2015 the State Behavioral Health Planning Council requested that each of the seven (7) Regional Behavioral Health Boards provide a detailed Gaps and Needs analysis in accordance with Chapter 31 Title 39 of the Idaho Code.  The information from the Gaps and Needs Analysis was used to inform the Governor, Legislature and the State Behavioral Health Authority of issues of concern and gaps in service in the regions.  It is important to keep these issues in the forefront in order to show the needs of each of the regions as community services are developed and delivered.  
Attached is a chart to complete for the 2016 reporting period.  The information from each of the Regions will again be included in the report to the Governor.  Copies are sent to the Legislature and also to the Department of Health and Welfare.
