Approval of February minutes: A motion to approve the February minutes was made by Eleanor Downey and was seconded by John Allen.  The motion carried.

--BHB Research/Service impact survey—David Makin/Eleanor- David has sent the research project summary out and has gotten a great response from those who reviewed it.  He is gathering e-mails to send out the survey and it should go out when Joyce L gives him this list.  The data should be gathered within a month of that.  
--Idaho Conference on Alcohol and Drug Dependency (ICADD) funding request—Darrell- A submission was made for the board to fund ICADD in the amount of $2400.  
--Tele-mental health update on St. Joe’s Hospital—Karen/Beth- They are looking at different options in regards to being a distance site, pass through site or another site.  They are continuing to look into the details that need to be sorted out but they are still working on it.  
--State BHB chair conference call meeting update—Jim- A conference call was held between the BHB chairs from across the stat.  They discussed issues pertaining to where they are at in regards to transformation and issues related to the overall process—most are completing by-laws and working on relationships with Public Health Districts.
--By-law draft introduction, discussion, adoption—Board- The draft of the By-laws were distributed to the board.  Chris explained the section of election of officers and executive committee.  A nominating committee will be established at the April meeting with a slate of officers presented to the Board at the May meeting with election at the June meeting.  If there are any suggestions on by-laws, send them to Chris, Darrell, Teresa, Jim and Melissa before March 31.  The goal is to adopt the by-laws at the April BHB meeting.  Those interested in serving on the nominating committee, contact Jim.  Jim asked for board members to consider serving as Treasurer of the board, a position not currently filled.
--BHB Subcommittee reports and Board discussion

--By-law Subcommittee—Chris, Jim R, Teresa, Melissa, Darrell- Met and finished revising the by-laws.

--CMH— Jen, Deborah, David A, Mary, Tabitha, Dana, Jim C, Jennifer, Lisa T, Jim R, 

               Skye T, Julian L, Diane P, Sue N, Michelle F, Brenda, Melissa- Last month at the meeting a few budget requests were discussed in regards to a Youth Mental Health First Aid and Love and Logic for Early Childhood—budget requests were submitted to the board for consideration.  Discussions also were held for preparations for Children’s Mental Health week in May.

--Needs & Gaps—Eleanor, Cathlin, Jim R, Darrell, Mike, David M- They will have a meeting on the 9th of April at 12:30.  A draft of the Gaps and Needs was distributed to the board members.

--SUD—Cathlin, Tom S, Joyce L, Bev, Jim R, Lori, Mike, Darrell, Dana, Avril, Scott, Dean- They will be meeting today and they will focus on scheduling a time to go over the IDAPA rules.

--AMH— Tammy, Joyce L, John A, Laura, Lisa M, Chris, Marsha, Jim R, Jeff W, Scott- They met today and spoke about prevention and the lack of funding.

--Legislature— Joyce B, Chris, Jim R, Glenn-A 


--Housing—Mike, Cathlin, Joyce L, Jim R, Lisa, Eleanor, Scott- They will be compiling a list of housing options and spoke about Rising Sun sober living and the addition of other housing options.  They would like to talk to Rising Sun and other agencies to possibly meet the needs for other rural counties.  Salvation Army has made an addition to their building where people can come in and wash their clothes and take showers.

--Budget—Jim R, Joyce L, Chris, Melissa, Darrell- A copy of the budget was distributed to the board.  Budget items were presented, considered and voted on.

A discussion was held regarding funding for the Snake River Community Clinic for psychotropic medications for mentally ill Idahoans.  The funding request was for $12,333.  The board would consider this funding after other necessary budget items were covered.  Joyce L and Dr. Jefferson will work with Charlotte Ash, SRCC Exec. Director on creative financial support options and will report back to the board at the April meeting.
 A motion was made by Cathlin to approve the budget request for ICADD for 4 scholarships at $600 ea for a total of $2,400.  Joyce Lyons seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Deborah Lind to approve the budget request for fifteen (15) scholarships at $25 ea. for 3 locations ($1,125) for Youth Mental Health First Aid with $200 for presenter fee for 3 locations ($600) up to a limit of to $1,725.   Tom Lamar seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Tom Lamar to approve the budget request for Love and Logic for Early Childhood training for fifteen (15) scholarships at $15 ea. ($225), a presenter fee of $650, and possible childcare support of $450 for limit up to $1,325.  Beverly Fowler seconded the motion.  The training is for pre-school youth.  Beverly questioned the payment to Health & Welfare; Joyce L said she would check out the procedural aspects with the Board paying for the agency sponsored training.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Cathlin to approve the budget request for Ethics Training for Recovery Coaches for five (5) scholarships at $50 ea. up to $250.   Dr. Jefferson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

At the May meeting the budget will be discussed and finalized to make final spending decisions.  If the above expenses aren’t spent, they will be allocated elsewhere for other needs.  State funding for Fy15 will be frozen on or before June 5, so all necessary funds will need to be encumbered or spent before that date.
--BH State Planning Council report—Jen.  Jennifer Griffis was recognized by Chairman Rehder for being appointed as the new State Planning Council Chair.  The next meeting is in June.  The subcommittees are continuing to work together in between the meetings.  They anticipate having children’s mental health subcommittee meets quarterly.  
Updates: Rosie: Additional funds have been given for populations that haven’t been served previously.  They are seeing 3-4 people a day in this new opportunity.  The MOA and contract in Region 4 for transformation is moving forward and the goal is to have it going by July 1st.  The crisis center legislation has been approved and will go to Region 1 or 2.  There will be town hall meetings to make people aware of the changes to Chapter 17 and Chapter 20 in regards to substance use treatment.  Chapter 17 is about eligibility for Substance Use system and Chapter 20 is about facility approval for both substance and now mental health providers.  

Problem Solving Courts- They are closing the child protection court and have still have 8 courts including mental health and drug court in all 3 counties and DUI and Veterans court in Nez Perce County.

Joyce Lyons suggests that the board send a letter of support to Region I crisis center—Jim will send a support letter to Region I on the Board’s behalf.  Joyce, John and Michael will serve on a crisis center proposal subcommittee in preparation for other approved crisis centers to be located in Region II.
Karen K reported the contract RFP is out for a Family Support specialist which is a Medicaid reimbursable service.  
Joyce L reported CIT training starts on March 23 with 30 people attending thus far.

The meeting adjourned at 3:21pm.
