The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m. by Board Chair Jim Rehder

--Welcome and Introductions: 

--Approval of February 2013 Minutes: Motion to approve by John Allen and seconded by Randy Davis.  Minutes were approved.  

--Recruiting for Tool kit teams discussion- (Rosie Andueza/ Ross Edmunds): Idaho received a grant to funds this project and they will be recruiting 50 people state wide for recovery coaches.  They are planning to have the training for coaches the week of May 20th in Boise.  Fifteen (15) out of the Fifty (50) will receive additional training and will become trainers who can train future recovery coaches.  They have an action plan tool kit which boards can use to develop an action plan for their needs.  They plan to include in the toolkit suggestions for regional boards to assist them including the gaps and needs.  The second tool kit would be a living portal to assist in trauma and trauma informed care.  The overall goal is to help in the transformation process and to move the state towards a recovery oriented system of care.  Kathy Skippen is working on the recruitment process and to see if recovery coaches could be paid for their work.  Their goal is to make sure that they have enough coaches and trainers to meet each region’s needs and there will be equal distribution throughout the state.  The training focuses more on recovery for adulthood rather than teenagers but they could look at adapting this for teens to introduce them to the concepts of recovery.  

--Legislative Updates- Ron/Jim: The Statewide RAC and Mental Health Board Chairs met on February 28th  conference call to share information and prepare for BH transformation.   

NAMI is opposed to Senate Bill 1114 as it limits assistance to crisis based only services for the Seriously Persistent Mentally Ill (SPMI).  Ross worked with NAMI closely on the development of the bill prior to their opposition.  There is not enough resources to serve the Seriously Persistent Mentally Ill who are in crisis and the Seriously Mentally Ill (SMI) which is why SMI was not included.  Ross is part of a group who will be providing oversight for the managed care contract which was awarded to Optum Health but has not been signed.  There is also the intent to extend BPA contract to the end of 
Sept.  

Senate bill 1114 is going through changes while on the floor as they wanted to change some of the language within the bill.  The fiscal note is being revised as the money for this bill was supposed to come from the sale of property however this money was appropriated to the Department of Welfare.  They are looking at ways they can fund this through the Department of Health and Welfare Children’s Mental Health budget.  Ross reported that there would not be any repercussions from this as there was a surplus in this area.  They would spend approximately $60,000 for startup costs (base funding) for each region which would be approximately $500,000 total throughout the state.  It will go through the Senator and House and then to committee.  Joyce Broadsword was given the letter submitted by Chair Jim Rehder and forwarded it on to some colleagues and feels that it was very helpful.  The $60,000 base funding will be available to the board each year and any additional funding would be through contracts.  There are approximately 5 areas to develop contracts with the board including mental health block dollars and the PATH grant.  

Other bills include House bill 189 which is an Involuntary Detention Hold; Medicaid Expansion and elimination of CAT funds and the personal property tax.  Nothing happened with the transport of mentally ill individuals or post adoption services.

--MH/SUD Service impact survey update—Eleanor/Diana/Jim: Joyce commented that she believes that survey results are valuable to legislators and that the Region 2 RMHB MH/SUD survey that was submitted was particularly helpful.  She suggests sending it to the committee secretary who can send it out to the individual committee members.  Jim reported that Eleanor suggests going to the hospitals to see if it will help in getting more information from them.

--Children’s Mental Health (CMH) subcommittee discussion—Steve/Vicki/Jennifer The State Planning Council is strongly encouraging each region to have a children’s mental health subcommittee.  Some of the information they would ask the subcommittee to gather would be a list of services that are available in each area.  A motion was made by John Allen to appoint a children’s behavioral health subcommittee of the Board and seconded by Steve Button.  The motion carried.  Members of this subcommittee would be Jennifer Griffis, Steve Button, Deborah Lind and Brain Pope; others interested stakeholders will be added if interested ie. Tribe.

--Updates on Tele-mental health project—Randy Davis: They have had a few interruptions in the video conferencing but they have since fixed them.  There will be 3 hours blocked out for children’s tele-mental health beginning April 5th.  A doctor will be visiting the hospital in late April or early May who is double boarded in both adult and children’s psychiatry.  They recruited medical Director Vance Sherman.  They also extended an offer to a Nurse Practitioner as well.  

--CIT training update—Vicki- There will be a training on March 25-29th.  (First day at State Hospital North in Orofino and the rest of the training at Valley Christian Center in Lewiston).  They have 26 people currently signed up for this class.  Idaho and Lewis counties have not had anyone sign up to take the course.

--Mental Health Courts – Lisa Martin: Not present.

--RAC report – Bev Fowler: They are waiting to see the impacts of the Medicaid contract.  Dean reported there is an opportunity for someone to take over the Empowerment House here in Lewiston which is a safe and sober house.  The current owner plans to retire and would like to sell it.  It is currently full of residents.  This facility provides a huge service to our region.

--State Planning Council report—Jennifer/Teresa: There is a teleconference scheduled April 9th which will bring together the committees in order to report what they have met and discussed over the last few months.  They will also be reviewing the letter that the need to send about the block grant.  They will discuss what their next goal will be and look at the toolkits and how they can help the regions incorporate them.  

--Mental Health updates – adult/youth- Vicki/Brian: Vicki applied to re-fill the vacant children’s mental health position in Grangeville.  The 19-2524 legislation which allows judges to order a mental health evaluation on anyone who has committed a felony was supposed to be implemented February 1st.  They are waiting to see what the judges and courts think about the recommendations that were submitted to them but this has yet to be implemented.  For the last 3 years they have been tracking how many average Designated Exams per month were completed and in 2010 the average was 12; 2011 the average was 17 ½ and for 2012 the average was about 15.  Vicki reported that they had 356 open clients in January 2012 and it dropped in January 2013 to 271 clients.

Brian reports that Dr. Hamilton Warren Sutton 24- 30 hours a week.  They are working on extending her services despite her moving to Florida.  Dean All reported that Dr. Hanks has recruited a psychiatrist at St. Lukes in Boise who may be able to provide tele mental health services.
