REGION II MENTAL HEALTH BOARD
MINUTES
April 12, 2012

--Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Chair, Jim Rehder, at 1:30 p.m. at the Idaho State Office Building, 3rd floor.

--Approval of March 2012 Minutes: A motion was made to approve the minutes by Steve Button and was seconded by Melissa Anstine and the motion carried.
-- Nomination/Appointment of John Allen to SHN Advisory Council: A motion was made by Jean Coil to appoint John Allen to SHN Advisory Council.  Steve Button seconded it and the motion carried.
--Discussion of appointed Ex-Officio positions to the board: The By-laws were reviewed,  discussion was held, and revisions were suggested.  The main addition to the by-laws was to allow the board to appoint ex-officio members to the board.  The revisions will be distributed to appropriate parties and will be voted on in May.
--Review 2012 Mental Health Legislation- Ron and Rep. Rusche: Ron reported that most of the supplements and rule changes that were submitted by Health and Welfare were approved.  The CEC 2 % across the board raise went through to all eligible state employees.  The mental health budget was approved as submitted.  The Department discovered approximately $70,000 in unused funds to help support the Idaho suicide prevention hotline.  Within Medicaid there was an additional $5 million ($5 million restored from the $35 million cuts from last year) put into the program including dental benefits for institutional individuals as well allowing DD and mental health clients to no longer having to choose which service they want to receive.  If eligible they would receive both.  The behavioral transformation is going to be reviewed next legislative session.  The state will defer to a federal system in regards to the Affordable Care Act (ACA).  The US Supreme court will rule on the constitutionality of the ACA and a ruling is anticipated in June 2012.  Some of the components of the ACA that were approved included consumers being able to go online to apply for Medicaid and receive a decision.  In January 2014, adults without children will be eligible for Medicaid.  Approximately 90% of consumers who do not have insurance and are receiving mental health services through H & W would be eligible for services through private providers.  Rep. Rusche reported that an additional $1.5 million was put into DD and mental health services.  The Departments that were given money for substance abuse services held on to some of the money due to fear of overspending.  The ability to rate review was lost in the Department of Insurance.  There will not be a health insurance exchange which will potentially affect private companies and employees.  Part of statute 260 included that the department would develop managed care plans and there is a request for proposal to develop managed care for Medicaid for mental health treatment.  Medicaid will release the RFP sometime this summer and select a vendor around the 1st of the year for implementation around July 1st, 2013.  The managed care manager will be responsible for determining how the Medicaid providers will become accredited.  The anti-bullying bill died in the house.  
--Updates on Tele-mental health project—Randy Davis: There are 8 children in the program and are expecting 2 more referrals soon.  They are recruiting more physicians as they are in need of filling some of the open positions.  Kathy Connerly has resigned effective June 30th so there will be some administrative changes.  
--CIT training update:  Chris Goetz and Joyce Lyons are working together.  Joyce reported there are 5 people through H & W who have been trained in providing CIT trainings.  An 8 hr Crisis Intervention Training class will be held in late summer.  Out of these classes, individuals will be identified to complete a 40 hr course.  The board supports this exceptionally effective program.
--State Planning Council report— Amber: Amber reports that the Region 10 SAHMSA Director Dickinson was at their meeting and are emphasizing that behavioral health is whole health.  He wanted the council to know that he is willing to assist the council.  The Governors report will be submitted soon.  The State Planning council wants to improve communications within the region and will come up with a plan to accomplish this.  The suicide prevention hotline will need 90 volunteers to operate.  They are expanding their next meeting in August to three days.  They had a guest speaker who was a lawyer for the Jeff D lawsuit.  The State Planning Council will remain neutral in regards to the Jeff D lawsuit.  
--MH/SUD Service impact survey update—Diana/Sabrina: The final report has been completed.  It is suggested that the report be placed on the website.  The report will be sent out to the board for review.
--BHIC update— Ron/Teresa Wolf:  BHIC are continuing to work on transformation legislation to be ready by the 2013 legislation.  They will now meet quarterly instead of monthly. The Department of Health and Welfare has compiled a white paper that describes their vision of transformation.
--Mental Health updates – Adult/Youth- Brian/Joyce:  They are interviewing for intern positions for Bachelor and Master Degree students.  The adult and children’s clinicians have combined their staff to take over the on call.  The 19-2524 statute legislation changed the language to reflect that anyone who is charged with a felony will be screened to see if they need the pre-sentence evaluation to evaluate their mental health.  The probation department will screen the person and if need be they will refer them to Health and Welfare.  They have had 5 clinicians covering cases due to losing clinicians.  They have recently hired a new clinician.  They have had an increase in 20-511 hearings.  Brian would like to bring Sandra Grove to a RMHB meeting to present some outcomes in regards to Parenting with Love and Limits.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]--State Hospital Report: Ken Kraft: They are up in all of the numbers including length of stay, average number on the wait list and length of stay.  To date they have had 219 admissions and it was anticipated there would be 312 for the entire year.  The anticipated cost per dose of medication will decrease as more generic medications are released.  Dr. Smith is leaving this month and a contracting doctor will cover for the month of May.  Another doctor may be covering temporarily from June through September.  They are looking at only having one Children’s Mental Health Chief instead of 2.  
--Mental Health Courts – Lisa Martin: There are 13 clients in Nez Perce County and they will be full at 15 in the next few weeks.  In Clearwater County is census is 5.  They have had 25 referrals to mental health court in the last 6 months. In Latah County they have 4 referrals and they should be operating soon.  They have access for residential treatment for mental health court clients.  They will have a 25% reduction in drug testing.  The Region 1 Mental Health Board is interested in looking at the report and possibly using it.
--RAC report – They have not had a RAC meeting since the last Mental Health Board meeting.  Reimbursement rates continue to be discussed.  IDOC decided to send all of the CAT program graduates to receive treatment once returned to the community.   
   
--New issues/ concerns- Dean Allen works with BPA part time and they are going to meet with providers in Lewiston on April 25th and 26th.  They would like to meet with adolescents and their families who receive mental health services in the morning and then again with adults in the afternoon.
