Update from Central Office (CO)

Rosie stated that the Governor signed the Proclamation (declaring September as Recovery Awareness Month in Idaho) and that Elisha Figueroa from the Office of Drug Policy will read the Proclamation at the Recovery Rally scheduled on the Statehouse Steps for September 25th..  

Elisha stated that they are looking at prescriber education, indicating that currently physicians are only given roughly four (4) hours of Opioid education while in medical school.  We are investigating how we provide that education.  A press release went out about opioid misuse and addiction and will be distributed to the members of this call.

Rosie and Elisha went to an Opioid Conference the week of September 14 and will give an update on the topics covered during the November call.  Opioid use is an epidemic in this country, having been on the east coast for a period of time, it is rapidly moving into our area.

Regional Updates

State Planning Council (SPC)

Jennifer Griffis said the third face-to-face meeting of the year is scheduled for October 13-14 with optional mental health first aid training on October 15.  This meeting will have a legislative focus.  The goal is to ensure SPC members are fully educated on any issues that could come before the legislature this next session.  By doing this, the SPC hopes its members will be able to educate others in their regions such as the Behavioral Health Boards (BHB) or other agencies and organizations.  Jen asked that those on the BHB be sure to include their Planning Council member on the agenda for updates.

The SPC is waiting on applications from the Regions to stand up their Behavioral Health Boards.


Region 1

Ron Beecher said their contract is complete and the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is signed.  Melinda Leager was hired to support the board.  Children’s Mental Health sub-committee is accepting a $10K donation from a local group in Coeur d’Alene on September 25.  Ron stated that their application will be finished and in the mail within a week.  

The Recovery Center sub-group secured several letters of support for millennium funding.  One letter of support came from a local judge and another from the mayor of Coeur d’Alene.  Region 1 also sent letters to county commissioners in four counties asking for letters of support and Bonner County already provided one.

Angela Palmer is the chair of the Recovery Center sub-committee.  Angela stated that they submitted their application and waiting to hear back from that.  They are continuing to pursue community support.

Kathy clarified language about the use of “applications.”  This means they provided information to the Idaho Association of Counties (IAC) and it will go into the IAC’s application to the Millennium fund.  Individual counties do not apply for grants; their information is attached to the IAC’s application.

Rosie stated that she visited the Idaho Falls Crisis Center and the Director stated, “we have a gap on the substance use side.”  For example, if there is a mental health crisis, the person is referred to the local DBH office for services.  However, there is a gap for substance use clients in that it can take up to two weeks for the person to get their GAIN Assessment completed.  The Central Office and the Crisis Center are brainstorming to try to fill the gap.  Bonneville County also applied for a recovery center.  Conversely, the Boise Recovery Center has identified a need for a local crisis center in that sometimes individuals in crisis are dropped off at the Recovery Center and they are not equipped to handle crisis situations.  The need is reciprocal. 


Region 2

Beth Ratzer said Region 2 has a draft MOU and contract in process with Public Health.  They are in the process of finalizing the MOU and contract.  They have a group working on a proposal for funding for a second recovery center in Region 2.  The first Recovery Center is in Latah County and the second would be in Nez Perce County.  

The crisis center sub-committee is working on a proposal for a crisis center model that would be beneficial for Region 2.  They are in the early stages of planning and met with Region 1 and Idaho Falls crisis centers to use their successes as Region 2 moves forward on a new crisis center. 


Region 3

Chuck Christiansen stated that the contract with SW District Health is signed and complete.  Their next project is to complete the readiness application to the State Planning Council and the MOA.  They are in the process of working with Southwest District Health to hire a new person that will be one-half (½) time for Southwest District Health and one-half (½) time staff for the Region 3 BHB.  They had the initial meeting about the website.  

They had a great report from Tammy Rice of Recovery Idaho and Tom from the Canyon County Recovery Center regarding the Gem County Recovery Center.  


Region 4

Rhea Morrison – Currently working on Planning Council application and working with Central District health to develop a process to determine how they will address grant applications going forward.  They are trying to finalize a process that will work for everyone.

The Executive Committee is working with each sub-committee to develop a Charter process.  The change in structure created the need to have more definition around the scope of their work.  A charter will be developed for each sub-committee to help them achieve their goals.  



Region 5

Debbie Thomas said Region 5 met with Ross two weeks ago to describe their process to collaborate with the public health district to identify what resources they will use out of the department.   They are working on their contract now.  Region 5’s contract is a little different from other negotiated contracts.  Once finalized, you might want to review to see how they will organize and work with the health department.


Region 6

Janae Anderson reported that they met with the Public Health Board (PHB) last week and went over their wants and values.  Kathy Skippen assisted in the discussion.  The PHB will review and if they are interested in moving forward, collectively, they will look at the details of the contract more closely.  The PHB had many questions but, overall, the discussion did sound very positive.

Region 7

Elaine Sullivan said Region 7 has an agreement with the Health Department and signed the MOU and they are moving forward with hiring the individual who will work with Health Department. 


Board Websites:  

Jon Meyer said that the Department of Health & Welfare (DHW) maintains a website for each BHB.  The goal has always been that once you transition to a partnership with the health district, or another entity, the websites would be transitioned to the partnership and maintained through that contract.  The DHW websites would be taken down once the transition is complete.  At that time, the DHW website will link to each Regional website once it is up and running.  

After reviewing with the DHW webmaster, there is no way to copy or move the existing information over to the new site.  Jon suggested that the first thing to do is to copy the documents from the DHW website (minutes, agendas, historical documents, etc.) to upload to the new site.  Work with your partner to develop a page or pages.  Until this is complete, Jon will continue to update the DHW sites with agendas and minutes.  

When speaking with your partner about the web site, you should identify those who will have permission to update the web site.  While each Region can manage the timeline for conversion to the new site, we do want to ensure your new partnership is identified on your website and should strive to transition as soon as possible.  


Ron Beecher feels the transition will take at least six months to make the transition for Region 1.   Ron stated that maintaining a website, not establishing a website, is what the contract stipulates.  He felt there would need to be additional negotiations get a site set up.  

Rosie suggested to all Regions that within six (6) months of signing the contract, the website for that Region should be complete.  This would be a somewhat flexible timeline.  All regions agreed.  

Laura Thomas suggested that once Region 4’s website is up and running that others might be able to utilize theirs as a foundation to establish their website.  Jon explained that we have no knowledge of what the different partners might use as their web tool.  As such, we are unable to confirm that Regions could use each other’s site as a baseline.


Recovery Center Update

Tammy Rice is the new Director of Recovery Idaho and Manager of the Gem County Recovery Center.  Tammy is working with the IAC on the Recovery Center application and doing Recovery Idaho Statewide work.  She is simultaneously tasked to open the Gem County Recovery Center in Emmett.

Gem County Recovery Center is working on ADA compliance.  There was a community meeting about the center with approximately 25 in attendance.  They are not able to open until the ADA compliance is complete but the goal is to have the Center opened before the holidays.  

Chuck updated on the Canyon County Recovery Center.  Their grand opening is scheduled for  October 1 .  However, there is a possibility that the building they are in was sold so we will continue to monitor this situation.

Kathy updated on the IAC application for millennium funds.  The four centers that are in this application are in Bonneville, Lewiston, Coeur d’Alene, and Bannock counties.  The application is due on October 16.

Region 7 Recovery Center is working on their non-profit status.  


Announcements


There is a march on October 4 in Washington, DC called “The Day the Silence Ends.”  It will put a name and face with recovery.  They are comparing it to the Million Man March from the 1990’s and are trying to get 100,000 people to attend this march.  There will be big name performers there to help draw crowds.  We are hoping to get national news.
