The Bureau of Substance Use Disorders (SUD) is excited to provide this much needed and anticipated training for GAIN-I certified clinicians currently authorized to administer GAIN-I Assessments. 

The goal of this training is to assist clinicians to effectively and efficiently edit the GRRS and maximize their interpretation skills.  Hopefully the training will also serve to reduce anxiety regarding the outcomes of the GAIN and make it more user friendly.
