· The individual has been involved in the substance use disorders treatment field in the region for a number of years either in a volunteer or professional capacity

· The individual is an outstanding treatment professional 

· The individual is an outstanding Recovery Support Services provider

· The individual is an outstanding advocate of treatment and recovery

· The individual has been or is involved in developing, implementing, maintaining or advocating for a community-based substance use disorders program that addresses substance use disorders treatment and recovery support services as components of a comprehensive program
· The individual has been an active participant in a community coalition or other community level efforts to treat substance use disorders.
ORGANIZATION QUALIFICATIONS:

The Organization Selected for the Regional Award will exhibit three or more of the following characteristics:

· The organization has been involved in the substance use disorders treatment field in the region for a number of years either in a volunteer or professional capacity

· The organization is an outstanding treatment professional
