Census Management
Over the past fiscal year Business Psychology Associates (BPA), in coordination with Health and Welfare and the Interagency Committee on Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment (ICSA) has been ramping up monthly spend rates to reach $2,100,000 per month in overall spending for treatment and recovery support services for our clients.  As of April 1, 2009, we have hit our target spending amount.   Additionally, based on the approved SFY10 treatment budget, the monthly spend beginning July 1, 2009 cannot exceed $1,900,000 per month. 
It is now time to level off spending and slowly decrease monthly spending from $2,100,000 per month to $1,900,000 per month.  In order to accomplish this, we have directed BPA to begin census management for all clients other than 19-2524, 20-520I, Medicaid and Drug Court clients.  What this means for clients and providers is that new clients will not necessarily enter treatment immediately, but may be placed on a waiting list.  In addition, BPA has begun the process of revamping the concurrent review process to assure that clients move through the system at a clinically appropriate rate.   
This ramp down will continue over the next several months so providers should not see much change in authorizations and referrals.
