Operation RUSH- (Recognizing Understanding Substances on the Highways) is a criminal interdiction course designed to challenge both new and experienced law enforcement officers in detecting drug trafficking and criminal activity. This course uses the most up-to-date indicators for the wide variety of substances being abused today.  The training will consist of vehicle contacts, roadside interviews, the signs and symptoms individuals display while under the influence of drug use, vehicle searches, and K9 deployment.  Hands-on vehicle searches will be conducted.  K9 handlers are encouraged to attend with their partners as the odors of marijuana, pseudo cocaine, and pseudo heroin will be utilized. There is no such thing as a routine traffic stop as most crimes involve the use of vehicles.    Class size is limited to 25 attendees.
