· Drug Turn In Project –Moscow, Lewiston, Orifino

Christine Winter (Chair) - Looking ahead to 2011
· Continue to support RAC as bridge between public and private sector
· Chair serve as a strong voice for the group
· Continued participation in statewide conference calls
· Work with the Behavioral Health Transformation Work Group
· Increase community awareness about substance abuse and co-occurring disorders

Jim Cunningham for Vicki Malone – Behavioral Health Report
· Additional resignation in Grangeville – to be filled by Moscow clinician to keep Grangeville office open, no word on services for adolescents in Lewis and Clearwater counties
· 6 clinicians in Lewiston
· Addressing co-occurring disorders at mental health intake – may need to refer to substance abuse treatment providers

Ron Beecher – DHW Update
· $160 million Medicaid deficit
· Stimulus money used up
· More layoffs particularly in areas where there are limited statutory requirements for services 
· Block grants in jeopardy because of the federal requirement of “maintaining of efforts” by the state
· Very important that people take advantage of public comment sessions

Darrell Keim
· Distributed January SUDS Newsletter
· Distributed budget information for Region 2 RAC – Change cost of t-shirts for Hands Across Bridge to $350, and amount for conference scholarships increased this year
· Anti-Stigma campaign in schools moving forward – Have commitment from school system and will begin with junior high and high school programs and expand to elementary schools
· Drug Turn In Project - Working with U. of I class to develop marketing campaign, 2 events planned for Orifino area and permanent drop box through law enforcement, plan to re-do Lewiston event

Access to Recovery Grant – Dean Allen and John Tripplett
· 12/1/2010 trained providers for required GIPRT on ATR3 Grant
· Misdemeanor Work Group – one person per region – John Region 2 rep. – looking at who gets into treatment, must meet higher threshold of addiction to receive services.
· $60,000 available for treatment in the Nez Perz county
· Three foci of ATR grant – Misdemeanor, adolescents and National Guard

Nimiipuu Health Services – Raynette Petrie
·  Level I treatment in Kamiah facilitated by Tim Voglewede
· Tribal healing Wellness Court (Drug Court) in process
· Relapse Prevention group meets twice a week in Lapwai and once per week in Kamiah
· Collaborating with external agencies to insure cultural awareness and competency 
· Contracted with clinical psychologist to assist in reorganizing and restructuring behavioral health services
· Collaborate with treatment providers to avoid duplication of services
· In patient treatment funding available through Native America Health Services for federally recognized tribes
· Need to adolescent treatment services

· Kempthorne – No nomination from Region 2
· Community Service Award – Sharlene Johnson – award to be presented in Boise on 2/16

BPA and Mental Health – Dean Allen
· New Regional Mental Health Board Chair – Jim Rehrer
· Region’s response to Transformational Work Group
· Video  equipment purchases with state grant – unused hub at St. Joes – decision about equipment and future use or sale
· Meeting with Senator Stegnor and Rep. Rusche 2/19 10:00-12:00 on mental health and substance abuse issues- participation encouraged

ICSA – Christine Winter - January phone call  - Issues to be addressed from Region 2
· Potential loss of block grant funds
· Clarifications on changes to Office of Drug Policy
· Stress need to adolescent treatment for individuals coming out of the justice system or in patient treatment facilities
· Funds needed for therapeutic foster homes for youth with SUDS issues

Other Business
· Looking for potential grant money for Detox unit
· Need to educate physicians about over prescribing of controlled substances
· Idaho Housing has Shelter Care funds for rental assistance – Requirements include being single and with a disabling condition.  Go through Disabilities Action Center or Mental Health, need referral from outside agency 
· Shelter Plus also has funds available for families involved in case management
· Debbie Winchester establishing a Share Board through Google so people can swap child care, housecleaning, transportation etc.
· Lisa Martin - Drug Court Alumni Group – Speaking at high schools, junior high school and alternative school and presented to school counselors. DUI Alumni group setting up mentoring program
