Region II Mental Health Board

Minutes:
Chair Jim Rehder called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

January Minutes: Diana Pals moved to approve as written, Steve Button seconded, minutes approved.

Motion: to amend agenda to move Behavioral Health item up in the agenda-- Mike Grow moved, Eleanor Downey seconded, passed.
Behavioral Health Transformation Workgroup (BHTWG): Theresa Wolf
 Senator Stegner has introduced SB 1104.

Primarily the bill provides for:

· Establishing the role of the “State Mental Health Authority (IDHW) in transforming the state’s existing mental health and substance abuse disorder system into a single, effective, outcome-based and recovery oriented behavioral health system”

· Created the Office of Behavioral Health Transformation and an Administrator of Transformation appointed by the governor and approved by the Senate.

· Creates the State Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative within the Office of Behavioral Health to replace the current Office of Drug Policy.

· Changes the State Planning Council on Mental Health to the State Behavioral Health Planning Council adding substance use disorders and treatment to its mission and change some of its membership.

There will be a Forum at the Lewiston Community Center this Sat. 10:00 - noon to provide input on SB 1104.  Senator Stegner and Representative Rusche will be there.

Board members are encouraged to attend the forum.
State Planning Council:  Gaps and needs analysis discussed by Theresa, along with recommendations.  We’ll get more information at the May meeting.  Additional activities of the council were presented.  

Updates on projects: Randy Davis—SJRMC made a commitment for child/adolescent psychiatric needs, along with continued support for adult services.  Randy stated the child/psychiatric services should be up and running in 90 – 120 days.  He is communicating with all hospitals in our region to establish the services that will fulfill their needs.
Randy has been working with 5 possible providers (3 in-state and 2 out-of-state) to provide tele-psychiatry services through the Hub.  SJRMC might be able to provide up to 32 hours per month for child/adolescent psychiatry services in Region II.  
On adult side, SJRMC has been providing services at two sites with Dr. Holmes. 

Don Saraceno is working with folks in Pomeroy to “neighbor” with outside hospitals for Hub tele-mental health services.  

During first week of March training will be provided for folks using the system.  Five hospitals will be involved.  Will practice mock scheduling to see how to set up appointments/scheduling for services.  Equipment at SJRMC is up and working well.  Scheduling can be done from any web based online application.  
Jim welcomed new Board Member Mike Grow, Nez Perce County Commissioner to the Board.  

Discussion: to stagger the Board term appointments to allow for better transition.  Want to move vacant commission seat to 12/31/12, physician seat to 12/31/12, and Vicki’s position to 12/31/12.  Motion to make the change by Eleanor Downey, Barb Kauffman, seconded.  Motion passed.

Resignation by: Carrie Soldatek as Board secretary.  
Election of: Steve Button as Board secretary.  Motion made by Diana Pals and Jean Coil seconded.  Motion carried. Thanks Steve!!!
Discussion: Jim asked if we should combine boards of RAC and MH Board?  Both are established through Idaho statute.  Will wait for state direction.  
Jim asked Dr. Steve Holmes, SJRMC, if he would be interested in serving on the Region II MH Board.  He indicated he would be interested.  Mike Grow moved to nominate Dr. Holmes to Board, Barb Kauffman seconded.  Motion approved.  It will proceed to county commissioners for final approval.
JFAC testimony report of Jan. 28th:  Jim prepared a written statement and submitted to JFAC on behalf of Reg. II Mental Health board to be a part of the public record.  Brian Dulin testified in person to JFAC.
State Hospital Report: Gary Moore

Handed out SHN Dashboard for FY2011 to date.  Total admissions for this year--331.  Waiting list for admission—about 6.3 days.  Median length of stay is 45 days.  Average costs $450/patient day at the hospital.  Have applied for Medicare certification to allow for Joint Commission status.  Gary doesn’t feel Joint Commission status is particularly helpful for a small hospital like State Hospital North.
Mental Health updates:  Joyce Lyons reported for Vicki and Brian.  
CMH program adopting electronic medical record system.  Will start by July 1, 2011.  All files will be transmitted to electronic file system.  

Adult MH—staff member from Orofino attended Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) training.  Ron suggested we get someone to address the Board on CITs.  CITs involve law enforcement and first responders.  Joyce suggested if you have an opportunity to attend MH First Aid training, it is very helpful.  It’s a two day training, cost is only $30.00 and CEUs are provided.  Jim asked Joyce to contact CIT folks so we can get a report to the Board on a future agenda.  Dr. Smith will be meeting clients via tele-mental health.  
Mental Health Courts:  Lisa Martin—12 clients in NP County, 4 in Clearwater County.  End of April Region I & II Doug Court  and DUI and MH Court will come together for joint conference in Post Falls.  Specialty training on drug testing will be held at this conference.  
Committee Reports:  Jim suggests we change this format in the future…

Children’s issues—drop as topic is already covered by Brian

Adult issues—Lisa Martin—drop as topic is already covered by Vicki

RAC report—Eleanor Downey—will meet on March 2nd --keep this topic

Psychiatrist for telemetry—Casey Meza—will have Psychiatric report by Dr. Holmes on this topic
New issues/concerns:  June 16 - 17th, MH conference in Boise.  People might be interested in attending.  Talk with Vicki or Theresa is you’re interested.

Jim asked if anyone is interested in having a Board picture.  No real interest.

Jim asked Melissa Anstine about juvenile corrections. She stated they are looking at a 5% holdback this next year.  She doesn’t think they will be losing any additional staff.  26 out of 32 kids in their facility have MH diagnosis currently.  There are 333 kids in custody statewide.  

Eleanor asked if the Board would like to have a couple of people from Active Minds club at LCSC to come present on MH stigma. There will be an event in April on campus around suicide prevention.  Jim asked Steve for a SPAN report at a future meeting.
