BEHAVIORAL HEALTH CRIMINAL HISTORY AND BACKGROUND CHECK RE-WRITE PUBLIC HEARING
The Department of Health and Welfare has worked with providers, consumers, and other interested parties to rewrite the current criminal history and background check rules for providers of Substance Use Disorders (SUD) and Adult Mental Health (AMH) services. The proposed requirements both protect the client obtaining services and acknowledge those who have been successful in their recovery by allowing them to work in the behavioral health treatment field. The proposed rule changes outline an administrative review process that would allow individuals who do not pass the criminal history background check to request a waiver that, if approved, would allow them to provide services in a behavioral health program. Waivers would be considered on an individual basis under the proposed changes. A public hearing concerning the proposed changes is being held via video conferencing at the times and locations listed below.
