	Division of Behavioral Health Regional Update
	Todd reported that Crisis Intervention Training 40 hour certification course is being held this week with roughly 11 attendees.  Idaho Code for Mental Holds will change July 1, 2013 (through Senate Bill 291):  Mid-level providers in addition to physicians/law enforcement will have authority for mental hold placements and also allows providers to place adolescents on mental holds.

	There has been an increase in adolescent placements.  There has been a change in the voluntary placement agreement from funded by the state to a shared financial obligation, which encourages more parental/caregiver participation in care.  CMH Awareness Day will be held on May 7th from 2-5 pm via statewide video conference.

	Commissioners Update
	Commissioner Bilbao presented to Kiwanis’s and Rotary on CMH Awareness Day and parental responsibility to encourage community support.  Michele Chadwick reported that they held their annual indigent conference in CDA.  If/when Medicaid expands there will still be gaps in the indigent fund services available.  There is a legislative proposal to repeal the indigent program which would leave that population without coverage.

	Joy provided the 2011 Region 3 Gaps & Needs Assessment for members to update and also included Region 4’s Assessment for reference.

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	Penny reported that CCI (Community Coalitions of Idaho) will be at ICADD this year meeting to discuss statewide coalition strengthening and the direction they will head for the coming year.  ODP will be working closely with CCI to assist them.  Joy reported that she included everything in the member packet and the websites are all updated with the current information.  Joy introduced Judy Gabert with SPAN Idaho who provided the Suicide Hotline posters (Idaho Farm Bureau) for distribution.  Judy reported that 37 people in Canyon County died by suicide in 2011 and the important to provide resources and services.  They hold open monthly meetings at the College of Idaho.  Joy will be meeting with SWDH in May to pilot adolescent smoking cessation classes in Region 3 that they received appropriations from the Millennium Fund.  Joy is wrapping Project Filter into a reward for the cessation program.  National Prevention Week begins May 13th and Dahlia Stender in Washington County has a number of fun activities planned in Weiser.  Canyon Clinic has expanded their hours and psych services.  Owyhee County has received some incredible MH and SUD’s services from Mt. Home for both adolescents and adults.  These services have not been available before.  There will be a Recovery Day planning committee meeting following this meeting which aligns our goals for a Recovery Oriented System of Care.  There is a National DEA Rx Take Back Day on April 27th from 10-2 and there are a number of local drop off sites.  Chief Allgood with the Caldwell Police reminded the members that they accept prescriptions every day M-F 8-5.  The annual PIT count was performed and showed a decline in homelessness statewide which could be correlated to the Federal Funds provided.  Officer Galloway will be presenting the Dynamics of Getting High in May in Boise.  Rosie reported that the Recovery Coach Training will be held the week of May 20th at the Nazareth Center and we have 2 open slots left in Region 3.  Anyone interested should contact Joy.  There will be future opportunities for the training.  Kathy reported that the Recovery Oriented System of Care (ROSC) supports clients coming out of treatment/incarceration to increase successful recovery rates for those clients.  Elda encouraged the providers get involved in this training to help fill the gap between juveniles coming out of treatment and support services provided to them within the community thereafter.  Rosie and Kathy provided the DHW SUD budget for FY12. They are in the process of developing the FY13 budget after review of FY12 expenditures.  Kathy reported that ODP is working on a SAMHSA grant to provide money for coalitions statewide.

	Regional BH Board Model and Integration Transformation
	Joy reported that CRDS Team put together a matrix by Region providing information on what each region is doing with transforming their MH and RAC boards.  Joy reported that most regions are moving forward with some form of transformation.  The model provides 3 ways of transforming without compromising the current Statute or Code in place until the legislature reconvenes.  Joy encouraged the development of subcommittees in order to make this a working board.  Chief Allgood reported that one of his officers attends the grass roots problem solving meeting held monthly at WVMC.  Todd clarified the difference between that meeting and the MH Board.  Chuck suggested that we continue to meet the requirements for each board, but meet only once per month until further notice.  The members all agreed to this suggestion.  Lisa will be stepping down as MH Board Chair and her last meeting with be May 29th.  Joy requested that anyone interested in becoming the Chair or would like to appoint a Chair to email her.  If Lisa decides to leave the board entirely, there would then also be an open position for a physician/clinician.

	Other Business
	Canyon County Juvenile Drug Court will be holding two fundraisers to purchase rewards for clients in drug court.  Kinship is holding a contest for $100 for stories/pictures submitted and each child’s entry gets a gift.  The deadline for submission is May 31st and the application is available on the website. Dahlia reported that Playsmart Coalition’s E.D. will be stepping down in June and Washington County will step up.  Playsmart will be extending services/resources to assist WACSAC as well.  Pioneer Health Care just moved their office to Nampa and are looking to expand in Caldwell.  Six members were scholarshipped to ICADD via the RAC Budget.  Life Counseling is working with the VA Court and Nampa School District.  Judy reported that SPAN can provide suicide prevention trainings.  Dottie reported that the suicide prevention class held at Sun Valley was “over the top.”  Jeri reported that they are in the process of completing their Prevention application and finishing up their ATR grant with Vallivue.  Lisa shared a story as a physician working in Region 4 and that it’s not just providing medication, but also helping with recovery, hope and all other aspects of that client’s life.
